A RESOLUTION STATING THE COUNCIL’S SUPPORT FOR LOCAL BILL J-2 TO BE CONSIDERED BY THE DUVAL COUNTY LEGISLATIVE DELEGATION, WHICH PROVIDES THAT NOTWITHSTANDING SECTION 408.036, FLORIDA STATUTES OR ANY OTHER LAW TO THE CONTRARY,  THE AGENCY FOR HEALTH CARE ADMINISTRATION IS DIRECTED TO LICENSE A NURSING HOME IN DUVAL COUNTY IF THE NURSING HOME (A) IS CONSTRUCTED ON OR ABUTTING TO THE JACKSONVILLE UNIVERSITY CAMPUS; AND (B)  MAINTAINS AN AFFILIATION WITH JACKSONVILLE UNIVERSITY AT ALL TIMES FOLLOWING THE NURSING HOME'S LICENSURE; AND (C)  EMPLOYS OR OTHERWISE MAKE POSITIONS AVAILABLE FOR THE EDUCATION AND TRAINING OF JACKSONVILLE UNIVERSITY NURSING STUDENTS IN THE FIELD OF LONG-TERM CARE OR GERIATRIC NURSING;  AND (D) HAS NO MORE THAN 150 BEDS; PROVIDING ALSO THAT NOTWITHSTANDING ANY MORATORIUM, EXISTING OR PLANNED, THIS NURSING HOME MAY PROCEED WITH CONSTRUCTION, LICENSURE/CERTIFICATION AND OPERATION; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.

Support for Local Bill J-2.  The Council hereby states its support for Local Bill J-2, to be considered by the Duval County Legislative Delegation, for the 2012 State Legislative Session. Said Local Bill J-2 would, notwithstanding section 408.036, Florida Statutes or any other law to the contrary,  authorize the Agency for Health Care Administration to license a nursing home in Duval County if the nursing home (a) is constructed on or abutting to the Jacksonville University Campus; and (b)  maintains an affiliation with Jacksonville University at all times following the nursing home's licensure; and (c)  employs or otherwise make positions available for the education and training of Jacksonville University nursing students in the field of long-term care or geriatric nursing;  and (d) has no more than 150 beds.  The bill also provides that notwithstanding any moratorium, existing or planned, this nursing home may proceed with construction, licensure/certification and operation.  A true and correct copy of said Local Bill J-2 is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and, by this reference, made a part hereof.
