SPONSOR    (Department/Division/Agency/Council Member):  Jacksonville Children's Commission
PURPOSE/SUMMARY: 
To transfer excess cash out of grant funds to operating funds to be re-appropriated in FY2011/2012.  At the time of original appropriation, the After School Food Program grants were not reimbursed for snacks and suppers served to children over the age of 12 so a transfer was made from the Commission’s operating account (sub-fund 191) to the grant account (sub-fund 192) to cover the cost of serving children age 13 to 18.  This amount was estimated each year based on the number of snacks and suppers estimated to be served and the blended reimbursement rate expected from the State.   The State subsequently reimbursed at a higher rate than projected, resulting in an excess cash balance that should be returned to sub-fund 191.  These funds are being re-appropriated to replace funds scheduled to be cut from the Jacksonville Journey for Team Up programs at schools on the Westside of Jacksonville.
