RESOLUTION 2011-652
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CIVIC ACCOMPLISHMENTS OF FORMER CITY COUNCIL MEMBER KARL “JAY” JABOUR III; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Karl “Jay” Jabour III was born in Mississippi, earned a bachelor’s degree from the University of Southern Mississippi, and worked in his family’s clothing store in Vicksburg for his father and his two uncles; and


WHEREAS, in 1987 Jay Jabour moved to Jacksonville, his mother’s hometown, and opened Karl’s Clothiers in Mandarin, the first of several Karl’s he would operate in Avondale, Ponte Vedra, San Marco, and eventually the St. Johns Town Center; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Jabour was extremely active in civic affairs, serving on the Municipal Code Enforcement Board in the late 1990s, on the Downtown Development Authority before that body was incorporated into the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission, and briefly on the City Council as an at-large representative; and 


WHEREAS, Jay Jabour was widely known in Jacksonville as a man of great integrity with a generous and friendly disposition, a man who loved and respected everyone and was loved and respected in turn by everyone who knew him; and


WHEREAS, the news of Jay Jabour’s untimely passing is a sad occasion, but is also a reminder to all of his vitality, civic  spirit and unwavering concern for the growth and progress of the community he loved; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and civic accomplishments of former City Council Member Karl “Jay” Jabour III, and extends to his family, business associates, and countless friends and admirers the City’s most sincere condolences.  Mr. Jabour’s example of public service, friendship and respect for everyone he met stand as a shining example to be emulated by everyone in public life.
Section 2. Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
