RESOLUTION 2011-666-A
A RESOLUTION MOURNING THE PASSING OF DORIS ALLEN AND RECOGNIZING HER MANY CONTRIBUTIONS TO COMMUNITY LIFE IN JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
the City of Jacksonville, and the Englewood community in particular, was deeply saddened when Doris Allen passed away on June 21, 2011; and

WHEREAS,
a native of Bowman, South Carolina, and a graduate of Winthrop College in that state,  Doris Allen moved to Jacksonville in 1955; and

WHEREAS,
soon after her arrival in Jacksonville with her family, Mrs. Allen became immersed in her neighborhood and community’s improvement initiatives and organizations; she was active with the local PTA, the Greater Englewood Neighborhood Association, serving as a Board Member; she worked with the police to fight neighborhood crime, was involved with “Meals on Wheels” and her church; and
WHEREAS,
Doris Allen was a genuine neighborhood activist and pillar of her community; she cared for the sick, fed the hungry and effectively kept City leaders aware of the neighborhood’s concerns; and

WHEREAS,
Jacksonville’s character and strength derive from diverse, thriving neighborhoods; and
WHEREAS,
Doris Allen’s passing is mourned by all who knew her and benefitted from her devotion to their causes, and though she will be sorely missed, she will long be remembered in the community and it is appropriate that we celebrate her life in and contributions to Jacksonville ; now therefore
