A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CIVIC CONTRIBUTIONS OF JAMES ALLEN (JIM) MOLLENHOUR UPON THE OCCASION OF HIS PASSING; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, James Allen (Jim) Mollenhour was a devoted family man of faith and upstanding resident of Council District 4 who strongly believed in the importance of civic service as a means of repaying his community for the many wonderful and enriching life opportunities it had afforded him; and


WHEREAS, Jim Mollenhour had a passion for neighborhood issues and improvement, and he demonstrated this through many hours of volunteer labor and diligent effort on behalf of the Greater Englewood Neighborhood Association (GENA), where he served as a board member, chair of the GENA Park Committee, Walmart Committee member, Yard of the Month representative, and newsletter distribution person; and


WHEREAS, being a highly-active and committed citizen, Mr. Mollenhour also enjoyed his work with the Jacksonville-Duval County Council on Elder Affairs and his involvement with a group of fellow seniors known as the Energizers; and


WHEREAS, Jim Mollenhour was well-known and appreciated for the frequent input and thoughtful insight he provided elected officials and others in his mission to enhance the quality of life in not only the Englewood area, but throughout the entire city; and
