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ORDINANCE 2011-680-D
AN ORDINANCE APPROVING THE COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT BETWEEN JEA AND  INTERNATIONAL BROTHERHOOD OF ELECTRICAL WORKERS, LOCAL 2358 (IBEW), SUCH AGREEMENT COMMENCING OCTOBER 1, 2009 AND ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2012; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, JEA, by agenda approval dated December 21, 2010, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, has requested the City Council to approve a collective bargaining Agreement Between JEA and International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers, Local 2358 (“IBEW”), and the Council finds that such agreement should be approved; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

JEA and International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers, Local 2358 (IBEW) Agreement Approved.  That certain collective bargaining Agreement between JEA and the International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers, Local 2358 (IBEW), a copy of which is on file with the Legislative Services Division, and by this reference is made a part hereof, is hereby approved.  Said collective bargaining agreement is for a term commencing October 1, 2009 and ending September 30, 2012.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature

TO: JEA Board of Directors
BACKGROUND:

The current Agreement between JEA and the International Brotherhood of Electrical
Workers (IBEW) Local 2358 expired on September 30, 2009. The parties have met
extensively for over a year to negotiate a new Agreement, and this process has recently
been completed. Local 2358 IBEW voted to ratify this Agreement on November 18th.
The Agreement is subject to approval by the JEA Board and City Council.

DISCUSSION:

The proposed Agreement between JEA and IBEW is for three (3) years with no re-
openers and an effective date of October 1, 2009. Some notable financial provisions of
the new Agreement are: !

o General Base Pay Increase: 0% in Fiscal Year 09/10, 0% in Fiscal Year 10/11
and 3.0% in Fiscal Year 11/12. After extensive review of peer data and other
recent IBEW agreements among similar concerns, the two years of base pay
freeze is very competitive for JEA and appropriately representative of the greater
Jacksonville community’s best interests.

« Standby Pay: Standby pay of $31 per day will be effective for the remainder of
the Agreement following final legislative approval. This represents a $3 increase
over the current rate.

o Schedule Premium Pay: Employees working nights and weekends will be paid an
additional $2.00 per hour for nights and $2.50 per hour for weekends, effective
upon final legislative approval of the Agreement. This represents a $.50 increase
over the current Agreement.

o Pay Rate Increase: The Substation Technician pay rate will be increased one
grade, to equal that of the Relay Tech and Line Maintainer rate of pay (Pay
Grade 219). Restrictions/encumbrances within the job specification will also be
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removed as a result of this increase; this change will be effective upon
ratification, pending JEA Board and City Council approval.

RECOMMENDATION.:

That the JEA Board approve the attached Agreement between JEA and the
International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers (IBEW) 2358, and that the Managing
Director/CEQ be authorized to transmit this Agreement through the appropriate
channels to City Council for final action.

Issue: The recently bargained and ratified labor contract for International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers
(IBEW) 2358 is offered to the Board for approval, which is a prerequisite to seeking final approval from the
legisiative body, the Jacksonville City Council.

Significance: JEA has been in collective bargaining with the IBEW 2358 since prior to the expiration of the
2006-2009 labor contract. This bargaining unit agreement represents the finalization of negotiations for a
contract that will cover the period from October 1, 2009 to September 30, 2012.

Who/what is affected: Approximately 600 JEA Civil Service employees are covered by IBEW 2358.

| Background: Negotiations have been ongoing since the summer of 2009 and have recently concluded with
a ratification vote held on November 18, 2010.

Background Examples: The process has been similar to those that have occurred in previous labor contract
negotiations; however, due to the deteriorating economy and City of Jacksonville labor strife, this negotiating
| process has been somewhat prolonged.

Cost to company/community: The total additional cost over the three year term is ~$1.7M. This
comparatively austere contract represents a 71% decrease from the $5.9M additional cost incurred during
the previous three year contract extending from 2006-2009.

Why? Board approval is required so that final legislative action can be sought from the Jacksonville City
Council.

'Recommended Board action: Approval of the ratified contract.
