RESOLUTION 2011-689-A
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND EXPRESSING THE CITY’S SYMPATHY AT THE UNTIMELY DEATH OF RIBAULT HIGH SCHOOL SENIOR GREGORY GREEN; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Ribault High School and the City of Jacksonville recently suffered a tragic loss with the untimely death of senior Gregory Green; and


WHEREAS, Gregory Green was an outstanding honor student, ranking in the top 15% of his class, and was the recipient of a four year scholarship through the Take Stock in Children program; and


WHEREAS, Gregory was equally accomplished as a member of the Ribault Marine Corps Junior ROTC, rising from the rank of Corporal to Captain and second-in-command, serving in the Color Guard and Rifle Team, and being named Best Drill Cadet and Outstanding Cadet, and receiving the N.C.O. Leadership Award, Civic Service Award and Military Excellence Award; and 


WHEREAS, Gregory Green loved playing baseball, was the Trojans’ starting second baseman and was a hard worker and inspiring team leader and captain; and


WHEREAS, Gregory’s life of promise and achievement was sadly cut short by a tragic accident while playing the game he loved, but his Trojan spirit and inspiring example will live on in the hearts of all who knew him; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and outstanding accomplishments of Ribault High School senior Gregory Green and expresses its most sincere condolences to Gregory’s family and many friends and admirers.  Gregory’s shining example of enthusiasm, devotion to service, and love of life will be an inspiration to all who knew him and a reminder of Trojan pride for years to come.
