II. Commercial portion:

a.  Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of _private driveway with
easements for utilities substantially as shown in the Site Plan. The final location of all
access points is subject to the review and approval of the City’s Traffic Engineer.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements for
ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the Property, if
ownership or occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more than one person or
entity.

(3) Pedestrian Access.

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with the 203
Comprehensive Plan.

C. Signs.

(1) One (1) double faced or two (2) single faced signs not to exceed twenty-four (24) square feet in
area and twelve (12) feet in height.

(2) One (1) street frontage sign per lot, not to exceed one (1) square foot for each linear foot of street
frontage, to a maximum size of two hundred (200) square feet in area for every two hundred
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(200) linear feet of street frontage or portion thereof, is permitted provided such signs are located
no closer than two hundred (200) feet apart, as provided in the Zoning Code. Such freestanding
signs shall be of a monument style or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development
Department, not to exceed twenty-five (25) feet in height, and shall have architectural elements
and design consistent with the buildings with which they are associated.

(3) Wall signs not to exceed ten percent (10%) of the square footage of the occupancy frontage of
the building abutting a public right-of-way are permitted.

(4) One (1) under-the-canopy sign per occupancy, not exceeding a maximum of eight (8)
square feet in area per sign, is permitted, provided that any square footage used for an
under-the-canopy sign shall be subtracted from the maximum allowable square footage for
wall signs on the building in question.

(5) Directional signs shall not exceed four (4) square feet.
D. Landscaping:

The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape Regulations of the Zoning
Code.

E. Recreation and Open Space:

A minimum of 150 square feet of active recreation area shall be provided per each dwelling unit.
