RESOLUTION 2011-706 
A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING PASSAGE OF FLORIDA HOUSE BILL 289 AND SENATE BILL 500 DESIGNATING A PORTION OF STATE ROAD 101/MAYPORT ROAD FROM STATE ROAD A1A TO THE WONDERWOOD CONNECTOR AS “USS STARK MEMORIAL DRIVE”; DIRECTING THE CHIEF OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES TO SEND A COPY OF THIS RESOLUTION TO THE DUVAL LEGISLATIVE DELEGATION, THE SENATE PRESIDENT AND THE SPEAKER OF THE HOUSE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

WHEREAS, on May 17, 1987, while on maneuvers in the Persian Gulf, the guided-missile frigate USS Stark was fired upon by an Iraqi jet fighter and was struck by two anti-ship missiles, leading to the tragic deaths of 37 U.S. sailors and the wounding of 21 others; and

WHEREAS, at the time of the tragedy the USS Stark was home-ported at Naval Station Mayport; and

WHEREAS, on May 17, 2012, the 25th anniversary of the missile attack, Naval Station Mayport will hold a memorial service to honor the men and women who gave their lives in the service of their country; now therefore

Section 1. Jacksonville City Council Support. The City Council strongly supports and urges the Florida Legislature’s passage of House Bill 289 and Senate Bill 500 designating a portion of State Road 101 between State Road A1A and the Wonderwood Connector in Duval County as “USS Stark Memorial Drive” and requests that all members of the Duval County Legislative Delegation actively support this legislation.  A map of the affected roadway is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.

Section 2.
 Direction to Chief of Legislative Services Division.
The Chief of Legislative Services for the City Council is hereby directed to provide a copy of this resolution to the Duval County Legislative Delegation, Senate President and the Speaker of the House.


Section 3.

Effective Date.  That this Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
