A RESOLUTION CONGRATULATING AND THANKING THE CITY’S MOBILITY PLANNING COMMITTEE AND ITS CHAIRMAN, T. R. HAINLINE, FOR THEIR OUTSTANDING WORK IN REVIEWING AND ADVISING ON THE DEVELOPMENT OF A NEW MOBILITY PLAN AND MOBILITY FEE SYSTEM FOR THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Mobility Planning Committee provided invaluable private sector perspectives and expertise to the project, and assisted greatly in developing a mobility plan and financing methodology that will perform well for the City and will facilitate the sensible and efficient development of the city while greatly enhancing the ease of mobility for all its citizens; and


WHEREAS, City of Jacksonville’s mobility plan and mobility fee system which resulted from the efforts of the Planning and Development Department and the Mobility Planning Committee was recently selected for an American Planning Association Florida Award of Excellence in the Best Practices category; and

WHEREAS, the City appreciates the many hours of dedicated service and expertise willingly contributed by the committee and its members for the betterment of the community; now therefore
