WHEREAS, Lad Daniels was born and raised in Virginia and earned a bachelor’s degree from North Carolina State University and an MBA from Harvard University; and

WHEREAS, for over two decades he promoted the cause of economic prosperity and job creation in the region as the Executive Director of the First Coast Manufacturers Association
