ORDINANCE 2011-726-E
AN ORDINANCE CONFIRMING THE APPOINTMENT OF THE INDIVIDUALS NAMED IN THIS ORDINANCE IN AN ACTING CAPACITY FOR THEIR RESPECTIVE POSITIONS; WAIVING THE 60-DAY LIMITATION ON MAYORAL APPOINTMENTS TO FILL VACANT POSITIONS, AS SET FORTH IN SECTION 20.103(B), ORDINANCE CODE, TO ALLOW FOR THE FOREGOING APPOINTMENTS TO BE EFFECTIVE until THE EARLIER OF JANUARY 31, 2012 OR THEIR RESPECTIVE successors are appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council; REQUESTING SALARY INFORMATION; REQUESTING EMERGENCY PASSAGE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Confirmation and Authorization.  The Council hereby confirms the Mayor’s appointment of the individuals named in attached Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 1, Amd Acting Officials list, November 14, 2011 – Rules” to their respective positions described in such Exhibit.  Such individuals are authorized to serve in the respective positions to which they have been appointed and exercise all powers and duties of such positions, until the earlier of January 31, 2012 or their respective successors are appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council, whether to the same positions or to any revised positions as may be specified in the proposed reorganization ordinance.  Copies of the respective curricula vitae of the foregoing individuals are on file and labeled as “Revised on file” with the Legislative Services Division.

Section 2.

Waiver of Section 20.103(b). Section 20.103(b), Ordinance Code, authorizes the Mayor to fill a vacancy in any position appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council, for no longer than 60 days from the date of the vacancy.  The foregoing 60-day limitation in Section 20.103(b), Ordinance Code, is hereby waived so as to allow the individuals named in the attached Revised Exhibit 1 to continue to serve in their respective positions until the earlier of January 31, 2012, or their respective successors are appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Council.

Section 3.  Salary Information.  The Mayor is requested to place a list of all of the positions referred to in this ordinance, as well as both the salaries of the individuals serving in the acting capacity, and the salaries of the persons formerly serving in those positions, on file with the Chief of Legislative Services, copy to each Council Member.

Section 4.

Requesting Emergency Passage, Pursuant to Council Rules 4.901 Emergency.
 Emergency passage of this legislation is requested.  The nature of the emergency is that the 60-day period under Section 20.103(b), Ordinance Code, as described above, will expire for the foregoing individuals prior to the Council meeting in December. 

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
