AN ORDINANCE APPROVING, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE AND DELIVER, 1) A LICENSE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND  POLICE ATHLETIC LEAGUE OF JACKSONVILLE, INC. (“PAL”) FOR USE OF MALLISON PARK AND COMMUNITY CENTER, LOCATED AT 441 DAY AVENUE IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 9, AND 2) A LICENSE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE AND PAL FOR USE OF FLOSSIE BRUNSON PARK AND EASTSIDE COMMUNITY CENTER, LOCATED AT 1050 FRANKLIN STREET IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7, BOTH LICENSE AGREEMENTS BEING FOR THE PURPOSE OF ALLOWING PAL TO CONTINUE TO OFFER QUALITY PROGRAMMING TO YOUTH AT THE FACILITIES, AND BEING FOR TERMS OF 15 YEARS WITH THREE (3) ADDITIONAL FIVE-YEAR RENEWAL OPTIONS, AT $1.00 PER YEAR; WAIVING SECTION 126.202 (COMPETITIVE SEALED BID) OF PART 2 (SUPPLIES, CONTRACTUAL SERVICES AND CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS) OF CHAPTER 126 (PROCUREMENT CODE), ORDINANCE CODE; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE DEPARTMENT OF RECREATION AND COMMUNITY SERVICES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Police Athletic League of Jacksonville, Inc. (PAL) has been providing programming to youth at Mallison Park and Community Center since 2004, and at Flossie Brunson Center and Eastside Park since 2005; and

WHEREAS, PAL has invested significant amounts of money in the renovation and expansion of Flossie Brunson Center; now therefore 

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

License Agreement for Mallison Park and Community Center Approved.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, that certain License Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and PAL for use of Mallison Park and Community Center, in substantially the same form as is on file with the Legislative Services Division. Said License Agreement is for a term of fifteen years, with three (3) five-year renewal options, at $1.00 per year.
Section 2.

License Agreement for Flossie Brunson Park Park and Eastside Community Center Approved.  There is hereby approved, and the Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute and deliver, that certain License Agreement between the City of Jacksonville and PAL for use of Flossie Brunson Park and Eastside Community Center, in substantially the same form as is on file with the Legislative Services Division. Said License Agreement is for a term of fifteen years, with three (3) five-year renewal options, at $1.00 per year.


Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the License Agreements between the City and PAL is to allow PAL to continue to offer quality programming to youth at Mallison Park and Community Center, located at 441 Day Avenue, Jacksonvile, Florida 32254, and at Flossie Brunson Park and Eastside Community Center, located at 1050 Franklin Street, Jacksonville, Florida 32206.

Section 4.

Section 126.202, Ordinance Code, waived. Section 126.202 (Competitive sealed bid) of Part 2 (Supplies, Contractual Services and Capital Improvements) of Chapter 126 (Procurement Code), Ordinance Code, is waived to allow PAL to continue to offer quality programming to youth at Mallison Park and Community Center, and at Flossie Brunson Park and Eastside Community Center without the necessity of a competitive sealed bid. The waiver is sought because PAL has been providing quality programming to youth at Mallison Park and Community Center since 2004, and at Flossie Brunson Center and Eastside Park since 2005, and because PAL has invested significant amounts of money in the renovation and expansion of Flossie Brunson Center  

Section 5.

Oversight Department.
The Department of Recreation and Community Services shall oversee the projects described herein.   
Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
