 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State of Florida has enacted chapter 2004-437, Laws of Florida, pursuant to which Sections 17.02, 17.10, and 17.12 of the Charter of the City of Jacksonville, as created by chapter 92-341, Laws of Florida, as amended, were amended to revise the membership of the Civil Service Board of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, Section 17.02(b), as amended, of the Charter of the City of Jacksonville, Laws of Florida, requires The School Board of Duval County, Florida (“Duval County School Board”) to appoint one member to the Civil Service Board; and

WHEREAS, the Duval County School Board approved the appointment of B.J. Laster to the Civil Service Board by its action at its October 4, 2011 meeting; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 17.02(b), as amended, of the Charter of the City of Jacksonville, Laws of Florida, appointments to the Civil Service Board are required to be approved by the City Council; now therefore

BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.  Confirmation of Appointment.  The Council does hereby confirm and approve the appointment of B.J. Laster to the Civil Service Board, as a Duval County School Board appointment, replacing Babette L. Ashley, for a partial term to expire on June 30, 2012, and a first full term commencing July 1, 2012 and expiring June 30, 2015.  A certified copy of the Duval County School Board approval at its October 4, 2011 meeting regarding this appointment is attached hereto as Exhibit 1.  A copy of Ms. Laster’s résumé is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.
