Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates $433,725 from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, with no local match, to provide funding for the acquisition of identified equipment relevant to explosive ordinance disposal/SWAT, forensic response teams, and LETP Radiological Detection and Identification for Region 3 anti-terrorism operations for the grant period October 1, 2010 through April 30, 2013, as initiated by B.T. 12-021; provides for a carryover of funds to Fiscal Year 2012-2013; approves and authorizes the Mayor and the Corporation Secretary to execute on behalf of the City the federally-funded Subgrant Agreement.
Background Information: This bill appropriates funds from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security that enables local law enforcement to broaden and strengthen anti-terrorism operations.
