A RESOLUTION CONCERNING THE APPEAL, FILED BY CARMEN GODWIN ON BEHALF OF RIVERSIDE AVONDALE PRESERVATION, OF A FINAL ORDER ISSUED BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION APPROVING WITH CONDITIONS ADMINISTRATIVE DEVIATION APPLICATION AD-11-58 BY THE ROCK OF AVONDALE, INC., SEEKING TO REDUCE THE LANDSCAPE BUFFER FROM TEN (10) FEET TO ZERO FEET ALONG THE REAR (SOUTHWEST) PROPERTY LINE AND REDUCE THE REQUIRED NUMBER OF PARKING SPACES REQUIRED FROM 19 TO ZERO (0) ON PROPERTY LOCATED AT 914 KING STREET, PURSUANT TO SECTION 656.141, ORDINANCE CODE; ADOPTING RECOMMENDED FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS OF THE LAND USE AND ZONING COMMITTEE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Rock of Avondale, Inc., applied to the Planning Commission for an Administrative Deviation (Application AD-11-58) seeking to reduce the landscape buffer from ten (10) feet to zero feet along the rear (southwest) property line and reduce the required number of parking spaces from 19 to zero (0) on property located at 914 King Street in the CCG-1 (Commercial Community/General-1) Zoning District; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission approved Application AD-11-58 by Final Order dated October 27, 2011; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 656.141, Ordinance Code, Carmen Godwin, as agent for Riverside Avondale Preservation, filed a notice of appeal; and


WHEREAS, such appeal was timely filed and the appellant has standing to appeal; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Adoption of findings and conclusions. The Council has reviewed the record of proceedings regarding Administrative Deviation application AD-11-58, which is on file in the City Council Legislative Services Division, and based upon the competent, substantial evidence contained in the record, the Council hereby approves the appeal on procedural grounds which are addressed by the filing of a second administrative deviation application, AD-12-03, which includes a request to reduce the required parking from 33 spaces to 0 spaces for the same property.  Additionally, the appeal fees shall be refunded to the appellant, Riverside Avondale Preservation and the application fees for Administrative Deviation application AD-11-58 shall be refunded to the applicant, Rock of Avondale, Inc.

The adoption of this resolution shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and Council Secretary.
