A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING ST. PAUL’S CATHOLIC SCHOOL IN JACKSONVILLE BEACH ON BEING NAMED ONE OF AMERICA’S BLUE RIBBON SCHOOLS FOR 2011; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, St. Paul’s Catholic School in Jacksonville Beach was founded in 1949 by the parishioners of St. Paul’s Catholic Church to serve the educational needs of their children and of the Beaches community at large; and


WHEREAS, the school currently enrolls over 600 students in grades Pre-K 4 through 8th grade, teaching a full curriculum including art, music, computers, physical education, marching band and a full inter-scholastic sports program in addition to all the academic disciplines with a staff of Florida-certified teachers, many with masters degrees, who consider their teaching as both a rewarding career and an important ministry; and

WHEREAS, National Blue Ribbon Schools earn this prestigious award based on extremely high performance on their states’ annual performance assessment measures or on substantially improved performance on the state assessments or nationally-normed tests from a student body with at least 40 percent of students from disadvantaged backgrounds; and


WHEREAS, this recognition by the U.S. Department of Education of St. Paul’s Catholic School as one of only nine award recipients in the state of Florida in the high performance category is a tremendous honor for the school, the Catholic Diocese of St. Augustine, the Beaches community and the City of Jacksonville as a whole; and

WHEREAS, the City wishes to extend its congratulations to the whole St. Paul’s Catholic School – Jacksonville Beach community for this outstanding achievement; now therefore
