Dr. Carolyn Williams, a history professor at the University of North Florida, a widely-recognized chronicler of Jacksonville’s African-American history, author and speaker died on November 29, 2011; and

a Jacksonville native, Dr. Williams grew up in Durkeeville, graduated from Bishop Kenny High School, earned a bachelor’s degree in psychology from Immaculate Heart College in Los Angeles, an additional bachelor’s degree in history from the University of North Florida, a master’s degree in United States history from the University of California at San Diego and a doctorate from the University of California at Los Angeles, concentrating on the role of women in the anti-slavery  movement; and 
WHEREAS,
firmly believing that history can help revitalize a community by instilling pride, Dr. Williams was proud of her work as president of the Durkeeville historical society; and
WHEREAS,
an inspirational teacher whose lectures were long remembered by students, Dr. Williams’ courses at the University of North Florida ranged 19th century American history to South African history; and

WHEREAS,
a gifted conversationalist whose interests included art, literature, the Harlem Renaissance, poetry, the cinema and museums, Dr. Williams was warmly regarded by friends and  colleagues and those who had the good fortune in knowing Dr. Williams are profoundly saddened by this loss and will sorely miss her; now therefore
