RESOLUTION 2011-773-A
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND CIVIC CONTRIBUTIONS OF JAMES E. TULL; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, James E. Tull was born in Washington D.C. and lived in Miami for some time before moving to Jacksonville and settling first in Mandarin, then in Arlington; and


WHEREAS, Jim Tull worked for the Chevron corporation for 20 years, then with his wife Sherel owned and operated Jim’s Automotive on Cesery Boulevard; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Tull’s great passion was boating and being on the water, and he was for many years a licensed captain who gave charter cruises and was an active member of the Captain’s Club in Jacksonville, where he was instrumental in staging the annual Blessing of the Fleet and staffed the Greater Jacksonville Kingfish Tournament; and 


WHEREAS, after their retirement from Jim’s Automotive, Jim and Sherel Tull sold their home in Arlington and lived aboard their boat, touring America’s waterways and enjoying the experience of life on the water and the friendship of other like-minded boaters; and


WHEREAS, Captain Tull was also an active member of the U.S. Coast Guard Auxiliary for nearly 15 years, giving freely of his time to assist the Coast Guard in monitoring the area’s waterways and aids to navigation and promoting safe boating practices and security of the area’s waterways, providing invaluable support during visits by “tall ships”, and earning the Auxiliary Membership Service Award, Sustained Auxiliary Service Award, Presidential Unit Citation and Coast Guard Unit Commendation awards for his outstanding efforts; and

WHEREAS, with Jim Tull’s passing, the Jacksonville area has lost a great advocate for boating and enjoyment of the area’s bountiful marine resources, and his contributions will be greatly missed; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and many civic contributions of Captain Jim Tull, particularly his devotion to the area’s waterways and to the boating community.  His friendship and advocacy were greatly appreciated and will be greatly missed.
