A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND THANKING J. WAYNE AND DELORES BARR WEAVER FOR THEIR OUTSTANDING CONTRIBUTIONS TO THE JACKSONVILLE COMMUNITY; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, J. Wayne and Delores Barr Weaver moved to Jacksonville from Connecticut in 1993 when Touchdown Jacksonville! was successful in being awarded an NFL franchise and Wayne Weaver became the majority owner, Chairman and CEO of the Jacksonville Jaguars; and


WHEREAS, from the moment they arrived in Jacksonville, Wayne and Delores Weaver plunged into the civic life of the community with gusto and have made outstanding contributions of time, talent and treasure to countless organizations and causes; and


WHEREAS, the Weavers, through personal donations and through their Weaver Family Foundation and the Jacksonville Jaguars Foundation, are responsible for donations more than $50 million to many and various organizations and activities in support of causes about which they care deeply; and 


WHEREAS, the Jaguars Foundation, of which Delores Weaver is the Chair and CEO, focuses on support of programs serving economically and socially disadvantaged youth and families, including the Honor Rows program which provides Jaguars tickets to youth who achieve academic, fitness and community service goals, the Honoring Our Troops program that provides tickets to service members and military families, and support for Ronald McDonald House, Second Harvest Food Bank, inner-city youth sports programs, the promotion of physical fitness and obesity prevention, and literacy promotion; and


WHEREAS, the Weaver Family Foundation, in addition to supporting the Jaguars Foundation’s work on behalf of youth and families, has generously supported HabiJax and the United Way, and in 2008 the United Way of America honored Mr. and Mrs. Weaver with the National United Way Tocqueville Society Award, the United Way’s highest honor for leadership and sustained giving; and

WHEREAS, the Weavers recently announced an agreement to sell the team to new ownership, but made clear their intent to maintain their home in Jacksonville and to continue being actively involved in community issues and causes; now therefore
