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ORDINANCE 2011-789
AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING, AND/OR DISCLAIMING, PORTIONS OF DUVAL ROAD BETWEEN AIRPORT CENTER DRIVE AND MAIN STREET, AN OPEN AND IMPROVED RIGHT-OF-WAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 11, ESTABLISHED VIA CONVEYANCE AS RECORDED IN THE PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA, (THE “SUBJECT PROPERTIES”) AT THE REQUEST OF CITY’S PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT DEPARTMENT, SUBJECT TO RESERVATION TO JEA OF EASEMENTS OVER THE CLOSED SUBJECT PROPERTIES FOR INGRESS AND EGRESS AND FOR ALL UTILITIES; DECLARING THE SUBJECT PROPERTIES TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR, OR HIS DESIGNEE, AND THE CORPORATION SECRETARY TO EXECUTE ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO CONVEY BY QUIT CLAIM DEED AT NO COST THE SUBJECT PROPERTIES TO ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNERS; WAIVING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 122.422 (SALE OF PROPERTY THROUGH REAL ESTATE DIVISION; INVESTIGATION OF NEED; COUNCIL ACTION), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO ALLOW CONVEYANCE OF THE SUBJECT PROPERTIES TO THE ADJACENT PROPERTY OWNERS AT NO COST; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  Portions of Duval Road between Airport Center Drive and Main Street, an open and improved right-of-way in Council District 11, established via conveyance as recorded in the public records of Duval County, Florida,  descriptions of which are attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Subject Properties”), are hereby closed and abandoned, and/or disclaimed as portions of the right-of-way at the request of the City’s Planning and Development Department (the “Department”); provided, however, there are hereby reserved unto JEA perpetual unobstructed easements on, over, across, under and through the Subject Properties for ingress and egress, and for all utilities, including, but not limited to, water, sewer, electric and drainage. Pursuant to the Fair Share contract approved in City Ordinance 2009-652-E, Duval Road is being widened and realigned. Because of the realignment, the Subject Properties are not needed for the new right-of-way.

Section 2.

Declaration of Surplus.

The City hereby declares the Subject Properties to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville.  A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Exhibit 2. 

Section 3.

Conveyance authorized.

The Mayor, or his designee, and the Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to execute all documents necessary to convey by quit claim deed at no cost the Subject Properties to the adjacent property owners. No application processing fee was paid since the Department, as applicant for the closure, is not subject to the fee.  This request was routed to government agencies and there were no objections.

Section 4.

Waiver of Section 122.422, Ordinance Code, and disposition authorized.
The provisions of Section 122.422, (Sale of property through Real Estate Division; investigation of need; Council action) of Chapter 122, Ordinance Code, are hereby waived so as to allow conveyance of the Subject Properties by quit claim deed to the adjacent property owners at no cost.

Section 5.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

Comes now, Robert Williams, as Real Estate Officer for the City of Jacksonville,
in compliance with Rule 3.102(g)(1), Council Rules, who certifies the following:

1. As a condition precedent to seeking legislation declaring city real
estate “surplus”, Section 122.422 of the City of Jacksonville
Ordinance Code requires the Real Estate Officer to investigate
whether or not there is a “need” for the subject real property by the
City or any Independent Agency or, if deemed appropriate by the
Division, any other governmental agency or any unit of government.

2. The Real Estate Officer has conducted the investigation of “need” as
required by the afore-referenced Section 122.422.

3. Section 122.424 of the City of Jacksonville Ordinance code is to be
waived allowing for the conveyance to Northwest Jacksonville
Community Development Corporation.

4. As a result of the afore-referenced investigation, the Real Estate
Officer has determined that no “need” exists for the subject real
property by the City or any Independent Agency.

5. This closure is a requiremenf of the fair share contract approved in
City Ordinance 2009-0652-E. The excess r-o-w will be granted to the
adjacent property owners by Quit Claim Deed at no cost.
