RESOLUTION 2012-12
A RESOLUTION COMMENDING AND CONGRATULATING THE JACKSONVILLE CHILDREN’S COMMISSION AND ITS PARTNERS ON THE RECEIPT OF SEVERAL RECENT AWARDS RECOGNIZING THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE COMMISSION’S “TEAM UP” AFTER SCHOOL PROGRAM; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in 1998 the Jacksonville Children’s Commission launched its Team Up after-school program in seven schools as a unique partnership with the Duval County School District and local youth-serving organizations; and


WHEREAS, the Children’s Commission’s portfolio of after-school programs has grown to sixteen community-based and forty-one school-based Team Up programs serving almost 10,000 children each day after school; and


WHEREAS, evaluation of the programs demonstrate that children attending these after-school programs have improved their school attendance and promotion rates; and 


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Journey has recognized after-school programs for their significant value in reducing juvenile crime and keeping children safe; and


WHEREAS, the National League of Cities and the Wallace Foundation of New York have recognized Jacksonville in their Municipal Leadership for Afterschool report as one of twenty-seven cities that have excelled at creating a comprehensive system of out-of-school programs that meet the needs of children and their communities; and

WHEREAS, the Afterschool Alliance and JCPenney Afterschool Fund have recognized Jacksonville and Philadelphia as “Light Up A Landmark” megawatt award-winning cities in their annual “Lights On Afterschool” celebration of after-school programs, and as leaders in after-school programming across the nation; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
