NO(s). 004977-0260), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY black diamond excavating, llc, FROM PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses IN ADDITIOn TO THE PREVIOUSLY APPROVED USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE hogar PUD; PUD REZONING SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Black Diamond Excavating, LLC, the owner(s) of approximately 1.49( acres located in Council District 10 at 1418 Lane Avenue North between Trade Center Drive and Leeda Drive North (R.E. No(s). 004977-0260), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated April 12, 2012 and written description dated March 5, 2012 for the Hogar PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit commercial uses in addition to the previously approved uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a)
The Subject Property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated December 27, 2011, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
The minimum yard setback requirement along the east property line shall be forty feet in width and along the north property line shall be fifteen feet in width.

(c)
No commercial vehicular delivery or access shall be allowed from Lane Avenue North.

(d) A sidewalk along Trade Center Drive shall be installed prior to issuance of any Certificate of Use or commencement of use.  

(e) 
Signage on Lane Avenue and access to Lane Avenue will only be permitted for day care centers, care centers and group care homes, and no other uses, so long as such uses utilize structures on the Subject Property that are maintained with a residential character.

(f)
The Subject property shall not be utilized for any addiction treatment programs, medical care or as a half-way house with residents mandated by the courts to attend.

Section 3.

Owner and Description.

Section 4.

I SUMMARY DESCRIPTION OF THE PUD

The Applicant proposes to rezone approximately 1.49 acres of property from
Planned Unit Development (“PUD”) to PUD. The property was originally zoned as part
of a PUD (74-1067, incl‘udi_i"n‘g“6.5"!acres) and was amended in 1986 (1986-1250) to permit
warehousing within the overall business park development. This warehousing activity
was to be limited to certain portions of the property and was to be appropriately screened
from residential uses to the south and east.

This PUD zoning district 1s being requested to permit uses not included in the previous
PUD’s, but being more consistent with market demands and development trends within
the vicinity. The intent is to permit additional commercial and institutional uses more
particularly described below. This PUD rezoning utilizes architecture, building
orientations, and use restrictions, which serve to adequately buffer and provide transition
among the variety of uses surrounding the property.

The subject property (the “Property”) is located on Lane Avenue,
approximately Y2 mile east of 1-295 and about one mile north of Beaver Street. The
address of the property is 1418 Lane Avenue and is more particularly described in the
legal description attached as Exhibit “A” to this application. The property is located in
the LI land use category. The PUD will allow for a mix of commercial and institutional
uses within the development and provide a transition between various industrial and
surrounding residential uses along this portion of Lane Avenue. Access to the Property is
from both Lane Avenue and Trade Center Drive. :

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2. Permitted accessory uses and structires. Accessory uses and
structures are permitted as provided in Section 656.403, Zoning Code.

B. Vehicular Access: As indicated on the attached Conceptual Site Plan,
access to the Property will be from both Lane Avenue and Trade Center Drive.

C. Parking: Off-street parking will be provided in accordance with the
City’s Zoning Code. Shared parking may be utilized to achieve parking requirements,
provided however that the required number of spaces shall be met on the overall site.

D. Pedestrian Access: There is a sidewalk Lane Avenue that will remain.
Additionally, internal sidewalk will be provided along the exteriors of the buildings. As
noted above, a five-foot wide sidewalk will be constructed along the rear of the buildings.
This sidewalk is for emergency exit use only.

E. Signage: One double-faced monument sign, twenty five (25) square feet in
area and eight (8) feet in height is permitted along Lane Avenue; the approximate
location of which is shown on the Conceptual Site Plan.

F. Landscaping: Landscaping within the PUD will be constructed and
maintained in accordance with the requirements set forth in Part 12 of the Zoning Code.
The landscaped area will allow for the inclusion of native or ornamental vegetation, trees,
and shrubs, fencing and irrigation. There shall be a minimum six-foot (6’) high visual
screen no less than 85% opaque along portions of the eastern, and northern boundaries to
screen the proposed development from surrounding residential uses across Lane Avenue.
The area will otherwise remain in a natural vegetative state.

G. Architectural Controls: Buildings, structures, and signage shall
utilize materials that are aesthetically compatible with the existing primary structure, in
effort to maintain a residential character.

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Dumpsters, propane tanks, and similar appurtenances shall be kept behind
substantially opaque enclosures or are to be located, on the Property, such that the
dumpster, propane tank, and similar appurtenances are screened from view from
surrounding roadways and adjacent properties. Utility tracts, maintenance areas and
loading/unloading zones shall be screened from surrounding roadways by landscaping
and/or opaque fencing which is aesthetically compatible with the other structures located
on the Property.

H. Stormwater Retention: Retention shall meet the requirements of the
City of Jacksonville and all other state or local agencies with jurisdiction including the St.
Johns River Water Management District. Stormwater retention areas may be located on
or off-site and may be shared with other parcels provided the stormwater design for the
entire PUD meets the standards and requirements of the City of Jacksonville and the St.
Johns River Water Management District.

I. Lighting and Outdoor Speaker Restrictions: Lighting shall be designed
and installed so as to promote residential character and to prevent glare or excessive light
on adjacent property. Qutdoor speakers and audio systems shall be prohibited.

J.  Modifications: Amendment to this approved PUD district may be
accomplished through either an administrative deviation, minor modification, or by filing
an application for rezoning as allowed by Section 656.341 of the Zoning Code.

III. PUD DEVELOPMENT CRITERIA

A. Consistency with the Comprehensive Plan: The proposed uses are
consistent with the applicable land use category and the compilation of the building
restrictions and use limitations promote a more appropriate transition than was atforded
in the previous PUD.

B. Consistency with the Concurrency Management System: Pursuant to
the provisions of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code and the Comprehensive Plan, the
development will comply with the requirement of the Concurrency Management System,
or as revised by ordinance.

C. Allocation of Residential Land Use: The development may include
residential uses and may also include the addition of other structures. However, the
maximum number of residents shall not exceed 30 and as such will not conflict with the
residential allocations set forth in the Comprehensive Plan.

D. Internal Compatibility: The proposed PUD contains limitations on the
commercial and institutional uses permitted on the subject property as well as affording
an appropriate transition between the residential uses along Lane Avenue and the large,
more intensive uses developed in the business park of which this property is a part.

E. External Compatibility/Intensity of Development: Surrounding land
use designations and zoning districts include LI /PUD to the north, west and south, with
residential uses across Lane Avenue to the east. A combination of fencing, building
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style, massing and landscaping, will be maintained in order to screen activity on the
property and provide an effective transition from the industrial/commercial uses to the
proximate single family residential properties. Therefore, the proposed PUD is
compatible in both intensity and density with the surrounding development and zoning
districts.

F. Maintenance of Common Areas and Infrastructure: Common areas
will be maintained by the owner.

G. Impact on Wetlands: There are no known wetlands on site; however,
any development impacting wetlands will be permitted pursuant to local, state and federal
permitting requirements.

H. Listed Species Regulations: The Property is less than fifty acres;
therefore, a listed species survey is not required.

I. Off-Street Parking Including Loading and Unloading Areas: Unless
otherwise agreed to by the Planning and Development Department, off street parking will
be provided as required by the Jacksonville Ordinance Code. Shared parking may be
utilized between various parcels of the previous PUD to achieve parking requirements,
provided however that the required number of spaces shall be met on the overall site.
Loading and unloading areas will be screened as provided for in the Zoning Code.

J. Sidewalks, Trails and Bikeways: There is an existing sidewalk along
Lane Avenue. No other sidewalks are contemplated other than adjacent to buildings to
assure appropriate accessibility.
