RESOLUTION 2012-44-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND HONORING CAPTAIN JEFFREY D. MACLAY, UNITED STATES NAVY, COMMANDING OFFICER, NAVAL AIR STATION JACKSONVILLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Captain Jeffrey D. Maclay is a native of New Bedford, Massachusetts, who attended Virginia Military Institute on a Reserve Officer Training Corps scholarship, graduating in May 1986 with a Bachelor of Science degree in civil engineering; and


WHEREAS, Captain Maclay is also a graduate of the Air Command and Staff College at Maxwell Air Force Base in Montgomery, Alabama, and, while there, he concurrently attended Auburn University at Montgomery to earn a master’s degree with distinction in political science; and


WHERREAS, an impressive listing of Captain Maclay’s increasingly responsible assignments includes more than 3,800 flight hours in the SH-3H Sea King and SH-60F/HH-60H Sea Hawk during six deployments, tours in Helicopter Anti-Submarine Squadron 2 (HS-2) (twice) and Helicopter Anti-Submarine Squadron 14, Carrier Air Wing Two and USS Kearsarge (LHD-3), combat action in support of Operation Desert Storm while deployed on board USS Ranger (CV-61), and a tour as executive officer aboard HS-2 while deployed in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom; and

WHEREAS, after assuming command of HS-2, his squadron earned the Arnold J. Isbell Award for Undersea Warfare Excellence and the Arleigh Burke Award for Warfighting Excellence; and
WHEREAS, Captain Maclay’s shore tours included Joint Staff (J-7, Operational Plans and Joint Force Development) as a strategic planner, the OPNAV staff (N51 Strategy and Policy) as an operations analyst, and Helicopter Anti-Submarine Squadron 10 (Fleet Replacement Squadron) as flight instructor; and

WHEREAS, in recognition of Captain Maclay’s superior work ethic and sterling qualities, he has been awarded the Defense Meritorious Service Medal, Meritorious Service Medal (three), Air Medal (one single action with combat distinguishing device, two strike/flight), Navy and Marine Corps Commendation Medals (three awards), Joint Achievement Medal (one award), and the Navy and Marine Corps Achievement Medals (two awards), in addition to numerous unit, campaign, and service awards; and

WHEREAS, Captain Jeffrey Maclay assumed the duties of Executive Officer for Naval Air Station Jacksonville in July 2009, and was named its Commanding Officer in May 2010; and


WHEREAS, during his tenure as Commanding Officer, Captain Maclay expanded Naval Air Station Jacksonville’s wastewater reuse project, directing 300,000 gallons of wastewater to be used to irrigate its golf course, eliminating groundwater withdrawal and further protecting the water quality of the St. Johns River; and

WHEREAS, under the most capable leadership of Captain Maclay, Naval Air Station Jacksonville and its 22,000 active and reserve military and civilian personnel, in competition with 11 regions and 72 bases worldwide, recently received the coveted and prestigious honor of being designated the winner of the 2011 Commander, Navy Installations Command (CNIC) Commander in Chief’s Installation Excellence Award (Large Category), reflecting hard work, the best use of available resources, a focus on innovative management actions that increase productivity, and a continuation of an unprecedented accident-free growth which exceeded the Chief of Naval Personnel mandated 75 percent mishap reduction goal while being almost 70 percent below the industry standards; now, therefore
