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ORDINANCE 2012-63
AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 8.67+ ACRES OF LAND LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 AT 1465 OLD MIDDLEBURG ROAD NORTH BETWEEN MEMORIAL PARK ROAD AND LENOX AVENUE AND OWNED BY RAY TAYLOR, AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, FROM RMD-B (RESIDENTIAL MEDIUM DENSITY-B) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, FOR AN AUTO WRECKING AND AUTO RECYCLING FACILITY AND RELATED USES, AS DESCRIBED IN THE WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE TAYLOR PUD, PURSUANT TO FUTURE LAND USE MAP SERIES (FLUMS) SMALL-SCALE AMENDMENT APPLICATION NUMBER 2011C-017; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville adopted a small-scale land use amendment to the 2030 Comprehensive Plan for the purpose of revising portions of the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) in order to ensure the accuracy and internal consistency of the plan, pursuant to application 2011C-017 and companion land use Ordinance 2012-62; and

WHEREAS, in order to ensure consistency of zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and the adopted companion small-scale land use amendment 2011C-017, an application to rezone and reclassify from RMD-B (Residential Medium Density-B) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District was filed by L. Charles Mann on behalf of Ray Taylor, the owner of approximately 8.67+ acres of certain real property in Council District 12, as more particularly described in Section 1 and referenced therein as the "Subject Property"; and

WHEREAS, the Planning and Development Department, in order to ensure consistency of this zoning district with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, has considered the rezoning and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and

WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning (LUZ) Committee after due notice held a public hearing and made its recommendation to the Council; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council after due notice held a public hearing, taking into consideration the above recommendations as well as all oral and written comments received during the public hearings, the Council finds that such rezoning is consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan adopted under the comprehensive planning ordinance for future development of the City of Jacksonville; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the proposed PUD does not affect adversely the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not affect adversely the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and the proposed PUD will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code of the City of Jacksonville; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Subject Property Location and Description.  The approximately 8.67+ acres of land (R. E. No(s). 011648-0000, 011650-0010, 011659-0010 and 011657-0000) are located in Council District 12 at 1465 Old Middleburg Road North between Memorial Park Road and Lenox Avenue, as more particularly described in Exhibit 1 and graphically depicted in Exhibit 2, both of which are attached hereto and incorporated herein by this reference (Subject Property).

Section 2.

Owner and Applicant Description.  The Subject Property is owned by Ray Taylor.  The applicant listed in the application is L. Charles Mann, with an address of 165 Arlington Road, Jacksonville, FL 32211 and a telephone number of (904) 721-1546.

Section 3.

Property Rezoned.  The Subject Property, pursuant to adopted companion small-scale land use amendment application 2011C-017, is hereby rezoned and reclassified from RMD-B (Residential Medium Density-B) District to Planned Unit Development (PUD) District, subject to the written description dated November 4, 2011 and the site plan dated November 4, 2011 for the Taylor PUD, in Exhibit 3, attached hereto.  The PUD District for the Subject Property shall generally consist of an auto wrecking and auto recycling facility and related uses, all as more specifically shown and described in the Taylor PUD’s written description and site plan in Exhibit 3, attached hereto.

Section 4.

Contingency.  This ordinance shall not become effective until 31 days after adoption of the companion small-scale land use amendment unless challenged by the state land planning agency; and further provided that if the companion small-scale land use amendment is challenged by the state land planning agency, this rezoning shall not become effective until the state land planning agency or the Administration Commission issues a final order determining the companion small-scale land use amendment is in compliance with Chapter 163, Florida Statutes.
Section 5.

Effective Date.  The adoption of this ordinance shall be deemed to constitute a quasi-judicial action of the City Council and shall become effective upon signature by the Council President and the Council Secretary.

Legal Description

Apartof Lots 1, 2, 4, 11, 12, 13, and all of Lot 3, Block 53; also a part of Lot 7, all of
Lots 6, 15, and 16, Block 54; together with portions of public right-of-way of Alford Street
and Chickasaw Avenue (both portions now closed by City Ordinance 87-1558-861). All
as shown on the Map of Plat of Lackawanna recorded in Plat Book 4, Page 66, Current
Public Records, Duval County, Florida, more particularly described as follows:

Begin at the northeast corner of said Lot 6, Block 54; thence south 0008'00" east,
along the easterly lines of said lot 6 and Lot 16, Block 54 and the southerly extension
thereof, a distance of 499 .82 feet to the southerly right-of-way line of Chickasaw Avenue
(a variable right-of-way); thence along a curve in said southerly right-of-way concave
northerly having a radius of 50.00 feet; thence southeasterly, northerly and
northwesterly along and around the arc of said curve, a distance of 157.08 feet to an
intersection with the southerly right-of-way line of said Chickasaw Avenue, said arc
being subtended by a chord bearing and distance of north 8948'13"east, 100.00 feet;
thence north 8948'13" east, along said southerly right-of-way line, a distance of 259.59
feet to an angle point in said line; thence south 1925'49" east, along said angle point, a
distance of 19.77 feet to the northwesterly right-of-way line of Old Middleburg Road (a
92.5 foot right-of-way at this point); thence south 51°19'49" west, along said right-of-way
line, a distance of 689.16 feet; thence north 39%1'03" west, a distance of 42.78 feet to
the westerly line of said Lot 12, Block 53; thence north 0007'15" west, along said
westerly line, a distance of 151.68 feet; thence north 59%57'05" west, a distance of
231.34 feet to the westerly line of said Lot 4, Block 53; thence north 0007'15" west,
along said westerly line, a distance of 146.23 feet to the former southerly right-of-way
line of Chickasaw Avenue; thence north 44%2'46" ea st, a distance of 35.36 feet; thence
north 0007'15" west, a distance of 431.75 feet to a point on a curve concave
northwesterly having a radius of 50.00 feet; thence northeasterly along and around the
arc of said curve and the southwesterly end of the right-of-way of Wyandotte Avenue, a
distance of 104.76 feet, said arc being subtended by chord bearing and distance of
north 59%1'26" east, 86.62 feet; thence north 89% 0'08" east, along the southerly right-
of-way line of said Wyandotte Avenue, a distance of 299.98 feet to the point of
beginning.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Raymond Taylor is the fee simple owner of the real property identified in the attached
Exhibit A. (the “Property”). The Property, which contains approximately 8.67 acres, is
bounded on the south by Old Middleburg Road, on the east by residential property owned
by various individuals zoned RMD-B, on the north by Wyandotte Avenue, and on the west
by Memorial Park Cemetery, zoned PBF-2.

The Property is to be operated and used in accordance with the terms and limitations of this
P.U.D. ordinance and its supporting exhibits, as a auto wrecking and recycling yard in
consonance with the goals and objectives of the Heavy Industrial (HI) Land Use category of
the City of Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan Future Land Use Element. An
application for Small Scale Land Use Amendment has been filed in conjunction with this
rezoning.

USES AND RESTRICTIONS

The Property has been initially divided iﬁ'to three separate parcels as depicted on the
attached Site Plan dated October 31, 2011 (the “Site Plan,” which is incorporated herein by
this reference).

A. Permitted Uses:

1. Automobile wrecking yard and auto recycling facility, including the sale of used
automobiles, and the sale and servicing of such vehicles, including minor and major
repairs and other sale activities as normally associated with the operation of an auto
dealership. The PUD wiil permit the limited outdoor display of vehicles for sale and
will permit two high visibility display areas along that portion of the property that
abuts Old Middleburg Road. These high visibility display areas shall be delineated
with low shrubbery and any associated lighting shall be residential in character and
size. Any vehicles displayed in these areas must be maintained and be fully
operable at all times.

2. Storage of vehicles or automobile parts within the wrecking yard area may be in
structures, on the ground or on racks, presuming that such racks are located not
closer than 175 feet from the right-of-way of Old Middleburg Road.
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3. The total enclosed area can be increased consistent with the site development
standards established herein and shall otherwise be required to meet all applicable
sections of the City’s Ordinance Code. Any additional structures shall be located in
the north and western portions of the property as depicted on the conceptual Site
Plan attached to this application (Exhibit E) and in no case shall a primary structure
be constructed within 60 feet of the easterly or northerly property boundaries.

B. Accessory Structures

1. Accessory uses and structures are allowed as defined in Section 656.403 of the
Zoning Code.

A. Lot requirements:
1. Minimum lot area: N/A

7.  Maximum height of structure: 35 feet

B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:
1. Parking Requirements:

a. The parking requirements for this development shall be consistent with the
requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

2. Vehicular Access:

a. Vehicular access to the Property shall be by way of Old Middleburg Road,
substantially as shown in the Site Plan. Secondary access for operations only
is permitted along Chickasaw Avenue. The final location of all access points is
subject to the review and approval of the City's Traffic Engineer.

b. Within the Property, internal access shall be provided by reciprocal easements
for ingress and egress among the driveways of the various parcels of the
Property, if ownership or occupancy of the Property is subdivided among more
than one person or entity.
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3.

Pedestrian Access:

a. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in accordance with
the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

C. Signs

1.

One (1) double-faced pylon sign not to exceed 48 square feet in area and 25 feet in
height may be permitted along Old Middleburg Road. Signage poles shall be
landscaped and color coordinated with the primary structures on the property.

Internally illuminated (backlighting or indirect lighting) will be permitted as
appropriate but the signs will not be animated.

One sign along the face of the fence structure facing Old Middleburg Road, not
exceed 108 square feet and illuminated only by indirect lighting. The sign shall be
located not closer than 200 feet from the primary sign listed above.

D. Landscaping

1.

The Property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 Landscape
Regulations of the Zoning Code.

As the use does not permit direct public visibility, no interior landscaping will be
provided. Further, as existing fencing is located along property boundaries, no
uncomplimentary buffers will be permitted.

Due to the limited area for customer parking and to avoid increasing the intensity of
the frontage of the property, no additional parking area will be created with the
exception of the sales areas depicted on the Site Plan. Additionally, as the area is
proximate to the public right-of-way and the owner cannot locate landscape
materials in this area, no additional landscaping will be provided. However, the Site
Plan designates the location of additional plant material intended to soften the
nature of the parking area. ;

All exterior pole-mounted lights shall be approximately shielded to minimize
trespass lighting and sky glow effects. Further, any such lighting shall be
residential in nature, character, and height.

All exterior speakers or audio transmission devices used on or about the property
will be situated and operated at volumes which are not excessive in relationship to
the surrounding zoning districts.

. All fencing of areas on the property being visible from any adjacent property or

public right-of-way will utilize uniform color and materials. Further, the owner shall
maintain the fencing in a proper manner to include its stability and color.
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7. Storage areas, service bays and work areas are to be located and configured in
such a way as to ensure that they are not visible from any adjacent right-of-way.

8. Exterior buildings, which shall be limited to that building located along Old
Middleburg Road (entry building) shall be located in accordance with the above
criteria and shall be maintained in a manner consistent with the fencing of the
property as it relates to color, maintenance and character. Landscaping shall also
be provided for this area as indicated on the Site Plan.

E. Recreation and Open Space:
1. The PUD does not permit residential development and therefore no recreation area
is required.
F. Utilities
1. Water will be provided by JEA
2. Sanitary sewer will be provided by JEA

3. Electric will be provided by JEA

G. Wetlands

1. Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state and federal requirements.

DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a preliminary
development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development
Department identifying all existing and proposed uses within the Property, and showing the
general layout of the overall Property.

JUSTIFICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIFICATION FOR
THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use Regulations. The proposed rezoning
is a reasonable manner by which to recognize a longstanding use, having predated the
development of residential uses surrounding the property. This PUD:

A. Is more efficient and effective than would be possible through strict application of the
City of Jacksonville Land Use Regulations or a Conventional Zoning District;

B. Is a longstanding use predating the vast majority of uses within the surrounding area;

Will promote the purposes of the City of Jacksonville 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

SUCCESSORS IN TITLE .

All successors in title to the Property, or any portion of the Property, shall be bound to the
conditions of this PUD.

PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A.

Consistency with Comprehensive Plan. The Property is the subject of a Small Scale
Land Use Amendment, which when approved, would revise the underlying land use
designation on the Future Land Use Map Series of the City's 2010 Comprehensive
Plan. The uses proposed in the PUD would be consistent with this designation.

Consistency with the Concurrency Management System. The Property will be
developed in accordance with the rules of the City of Jacksonville Concurrency
Management System Office (CMSO), and it has been assigned City Development
Number .

Allocation of Residential Land Use. The proposed PUD includes no residential
development and seeks to screen itself from such uses.

Internal Compatibility/Vehicular Access. Customer access to the site is available
directly from Old Middleburg Road. i Onsite vehicular circulation is limited to the
operators only. Further, access from Chickasaw Avenue shall be expressly limited to
operators and shall otherwise remain closed.

External Compatibility/Intensity of Development. The existing development long
predates the Current Land Use and Zoning designations. The use has been
continuously operated for more than 60 years and was previously located in the
unincorporated county area. The use is properly screened on all sides. With additional
conditions and development standards outlined in this PUD the use is consistent with
the development trends that have long existed in this area.

Recreation/Open Space. The PUD does not permit residential development and
therefore no recreation area is required.

Impact on Wetlands. Any development activity which would impact wetlands will be
permitted in accordance with local, state and federal requirements.

Listed Species Regulations. Not applicable.
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Off-Street Parking and Loading Requirements. The existing parking area, as depicted
on the Site Plan, shall continue to be utilized as currently maintained. Additionally, the
owner will provide additional plant material to attempt to screen and maintain the nature
of the area as a vehicular use area. While the specific standards of the City's off-street
parking and loading space requirements set forth in Part 6 of the City of Jacksonville
Zoning Code cannot be met, the applicant will work with the Planning and Development
Department to orient such area and landscape material in a safe and effective manner.

Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways. The development will not provide sidewalks

Stormwater Retention. Stormwater shaﬁ be conveyed, treated and stored in accordance
with all City of Jacksonvile and St. Johns River Water Management District
requirements.

Utilities. Electric power, water and sewer services are furnished to the Property by the
Jacksonville Electric Authority.
