AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING, AND/OR DISCLAIMING AN UNOPENED AND UNIMPROVED PORTION A 60 FOOT RIGHT-OF-WAY OF PARMAN ROAD IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 12 (THE “SUBJECT PROPERTY”), AS RECORDED IN BOOK PLAT BOOK 5, PAGE 93, AND ADDITIONALLY IN O.R. BOOK 573, PAGES 366 THROUGH 368, OF THE OFFICIAL PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA, AT THE REQUEST OF PROPERTY OWNERS OF THE NORTH AND SOUTH SIDES OF PARMAN ROAD, MR. AND MRS. McEWAN AND MR. AND MRS. PHILLIPS (“APPLICANTS”); DECLARING THE SUBJECT PROPERTY TO BE SURPLUS TO THE NEEDS OF THE CITY; WAIVING SECTION 122.423, ORDINANCE CODE, TO AUTHORIZE THE MAYOR TO CONVEY THE SUBJECT PROPERTY, APPRAISED VALUE OF $12,090, AT NO COST; RESERVING AN ALL UTILITIES EASEMENT OVER THE SUBJECT PROPERTY IN THE NAME OF THE CITY AND JEA; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, in 1958, the property owners on the north and south of the unopened right-of-way donated 15 feet of their land to the City to develop Parman Road; and


WHEREAS, this donation was at no cost to the City; and 


WHEREAS, the City has not developed Parman Road at the location of interest; and

WHEREAS, the current property owners have paid $1,500 application fee to close the unopened right-of-way; and


WHEREAS, 
since the City received a portion of the unopened right-of-way at no cost to the City, this legislation proposes returning the property to them at no cost; now therefore
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  The unopened, unimproved 60 foot right-of-way of Parman Road, in Council District 12, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference (the “Subject Property”), as recorded in Plat Book 5, Page 93, and additionally in Official Records Book 573, Pages 366 through 368, of the Official Public Records of Duval County, Florida, is hereby closed and abandoned, and/or disclaimed as a right-of-way at the request of Mr. and Mrs.  McEwan and Mr. and Mrs. Phillips (“Applicants”).

Section 2.

Declaration of Surplus.

The City hereby declares the Subject Property to be surplus to the needs of the City of Jacksonville.  A copy of the certificate from the Chief of Real Estate for the surplus of real property, required by Rule 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), is attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Revised Exhibit 2, Amended Surplus Certificate, February 21, 2012 – Rules”. 

Section 3.

Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to authorize conveyance of the Subject Property to Applicants by quitclaim deed at no cost.  The appraised value of the Subject Property is $12,090.00.  A closure application fee of $1,500 has been paid by Applicants.  This request was routed to government agencies which might have an interest in this matter and there were no objections.

Section 4.

Section 122.423 waived and conveyance authorized.

Section 122.423, Ordinance Code, is waived and the Mayor is hereby authorized to convey the Subject Property by quitclaim deed to Applicants at no cost. The waiver is requested because Applicants are the only adjacent property owners.

Section 5.

Reservation of all utilities easement.
 There is hereby reserved unto the City and JEA a perpetual unobstructed easement on, over, across, under and through the Subject Property for all utilities, including, but not limited to, water, sewer, electric and drainage.   

Section 6.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

2) Subject to City Council approval, the Real Estate Officer has concluded
that there is no “need” within the City government or any Independent
Agency which would supersede the City’s desire and intention to convey the
subject real property to the adjacent property owners, Marcus L. McEwen,
et.al. and Ernest L. Phillips, et.al. to add to their existing pasture.

3) Pursuant to District 12 Councilman Doyle Carter’s request, Section 122.423
is being waived to allow the conveyance of this property to the adjacent
owners Marcus L. McEwen, et.al. and Ernest L. Phillips, et.al. at no cost.

4) There are no other requirements of Chapter 122 which are conditions
precedent to seeking legislation for surplus disposition.
