PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Tax parcel 046693-0000 identifies the property (the “Property”) described in this PUD, The
Property, which is approximately 1.762 acresin area, is located on 18" Street West, east of
Moncrief Road and west of Stuart Street. The existing use is for preschool children
services.- The Property, formerly owned by the Duval County School Board, has a future
land use designation of "PBF" and is currently zoned "PBF-1." Surroundingland uses are
"MDR," supporting a variety of residential uses. This PUD will allow PBF-2 uses, including
daycare and care center uses, and other uses described in the attached Exhibit D-1.
