AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 1.80( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 8 AT 1070 18th street west BETWEEN moncrief ROAD and stuart street (R.E. NO(s). 046693-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY episcopal children’s services, inc., FROM pbf-1 (public building and facilities-1) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to GENERALLY permit INSTITUTIONAL uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE episcopal children’s services PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Episcopal Children’s Services, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 1.80( acres located in Council District 8 at 1070 18th Street West between Moncrief Road and Stuart Street (R.E. No(s). 046693-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PBF-1 (Public Building and Facilities-1) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PBF-1 (Public Building and Facilities-1) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated May 14, 2010 and written description dated December 16, 2011 for the Episcopal Children’s Services PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit institutional uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Episcopal Children’s Services, Inc. and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is E. Owen McCuller, Jr., Esquire, 225 Water St., Suite 1800, Jacksonville, Florida 32202; (904) 359-7700.


Section 3.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

Tax parcel 046693-0000 identifies the property (the “Property”) described in this PUD.
The Property, which is approximately 1.762 acres in area, is located on 18" Street West,
east of Moncrief Road and west of Stuart Street. The existing use is for preschool
children services. The Property, formerly owned by the Duval County School Board, has
a future land use designation of "PBF" and is currently zoned "PBF-1." Surrounding land
uses are "MDR," supporting a variety of residential uses. This PUD will allow PBF-2 uses,
including daycare and care center uses.

USES AND RESTRICTIONS

A, Permitted Uses: Uses that will be permitted within the Property, by right,
without further zoning approvals required (including zoning exceptions), are
described in the attached Exhibit D-1.

B. Accessory Structures: Accessory uses and structures are allowed, as described in
Section 656.403 of the Zoning Code.

C. Restrictions on Uses:

(1) Stormwater retention. Stormwater management facilities will conform with
applicable SJRWMD and City design standards.

{2) Hours of operation for day care centers shall be limited to 6:00 a.m. to 8:00
p.m. Care Centers shall have unlimited hours of operation.
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"t DESIGN GUIDELINES

A. Lot Requirements:
(1) Minimum lot area: 7000 square feet
(2) Minimum lot width: 70 feet
{(3) Maximum lot coverage: 50%
(4) Minimum front yard: 20 feet
(5) Minimum side yard: 4 feet
(6) Minimum rear yard. 10 feet

(7) Maximum height of structures: 35 feet; provided that height may be
unlimited where all required vards are increased by one foot for each
three feet of building height or fraction thereof in excess of 35 feet.

B. Ingress, Egress and Circulation:

(1) Parking Requirements.-  Parking shall be consistent with the
requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

(2) Vehicular Access. Primary vehicular access to the Property shall be from
18" Street West and Moncrief Road, substantially as shown on the Site
Plan. The final location of new access points shall be subject to the

review and approval of the City's Traffic Engineer.

(3) Pedestrian Access. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks
installed in accordance with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

C. Signs:

(i) One on-site sign not exceeding one square foot for each three linear feet
of street frontage, per street, to a maximum size of 150 square feet in an
area is permitted, provided the signs are tocated no closer than 200 feet
apart per frontage. Existing, lawful street frontage signs shall be allowed
as permitted signs, notwithstanding the above limitation.

(ii) Wall signs are permitted.

(iii) In lieu of the street frontage sign permitted in subsection (i) above, a flag
containing a business logo or other advertising is permitted; provided,
the square footage of any such flag shall not exceed 100 square feet, or
35 percent of the allowable square footage of the street frontage sign
permitted in subsection (i) above, whichever is smaller; and provided
further that the pole upon which such flag is flown shall not exceed the
height limitation set forth in subsection A.(7) above. Only one flag
containing a business logo or other advertising shall be permitted for a
premises, regardless of any other factors such as number of tenants on
the premises or total amount of street frontage. Further, any flag
allowed pursuant to this subsection shall not be illuminated by any
means, with the exception of lighting associated with an American flag
being flown on the same flag pole.
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{iv) Directional signs, individually, shall not exceed four {4) square feet.
{v) On-site informational signs shall be permitted.
D. Landscaping:

Except as otherwise provided for herein or shown on the Site Plan, this PUD shall
comply with the applicable requirements of the Zoning Code, Part 12, sub-part C.
A visual barrier that would otherwise be required under Part 4 of the Zoning
Code shall only be required along the east property boundary (excluding any
required front yards). In addition to other approved visual barriers, privacy slats
(fence inserts), screening, and/or vegetation may be used to satisfy the visual
barrier requirement.
