ORDINANCE 2012-86
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 342 (CONSTRUCTION TRADES REGULATIONS), SECTION 342.110 (TRADES, CRAFTS, CONTRACTORS AND SUBCONTRACTORS), ORDINANCE CODE, SO AS TO CREATE A NEW CONTRACTOR CATEGORY OF MARINE SPECIALTY CONTRACTOR; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
WHEREAS, on December 7, 2011, at its regularly scheduled meeting, the Construction Trades Qualifying Board voted to recommend to City Council the amendment of Section 342.110, Ordinance Code, so as to create a new contractor category of Marine Specialty Contractor, as evidenced in the minutes of the December 7, 2011 meeting of the Board, attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated herein by this reference; now therefore,   
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.

Amending Section 342.110, Ordinance Code.  Section 342.110 (Trades, crafts, contractors and subcontractors) of Chapter 342 (Construction Trades Regulations), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to create a new subsection 342.110(x), Marine Specialty Contractor, and, as amended, shall read as follows:
CHAPTER 342.  CONSTRUCTION TRADES REGULATIONS.

Section 342.110.  
Trades, crafts, contractors and subcontractors.

(x)
Marine Specialty Contractor.
(1)
For the purposes of this chapter, Marine Specialty Contractor means a contractor whose practice and scope of work involve all aspects of marine contracting, including, but not limited to, the installation, alteration, extension, construction, repair, maintenance, relocation and replacement of supporting members of piers, fixed and floating docks, wharfs, piles, pilings, columns, posts, stanchions, boathouses, all mooring devices, seawalls, bulkheads, boatlifts, boat ramps, revetments, cofferdams and all other marine structures and other associated work. The scope of work shall include all construction below, above or beyond the mean low water line for the sole purpose of erecting or dismantling piers, docks and seawalls. Nothing in this subsection shall be deemed to restrict or limit in any manner the scope of work authorized by law or other contractor classifications.
(2)
Marine Specialty Contractors must maintain applicable workers’ compensation and general liability insurance as required by state and federal law, including, but not limited to, the provisions of the Longshore and Harbor Workers’ Compensation Act, 33 U.S.C. § 901 et seq., and Title 46 U.S.C. 
(3) It shall be unlawful for a person to engage in the business of a Marine Contractor who does not hold a valid contractor certificate issued by the Board in that category, or in the category of a certified or registered general, building or residential contractor.
(4) Notwithstanding other provisions of this section, the Board may:
(i) Establish a certificate of competency classification of specialty contractor known as a Marine Specialty Contractor and certify persons in that classification as qualified to have the knowledge and skill to perform the work within that classification.

(ii) Adopt rules to regulate the issuance, supervision and revocation of a Marine Specialty Contractor certificate of competency, including the requirement for the appropriate examination as defined by (iii) below, proof of at least four years practical experience, the payment of reasonable fees not to exceed those of masters qualifying other trades within the scope of this chapter and other regulations found necessary by the Board to administer this paragraph.

(iii) Issue a certificate of competency for a Marine Specialty Contractor upon the applicant’s passing with a grade of 75 or above both the trade examination and Contractor Administration Examination.
(iv)
Upon payment of the appropriate fee and completion of an approved Application for Contractor Certificate, provided it can be verified by the Board that the individual has at least four (4) years of experience in marine contracting as of June 30, 2012, the Board shall issue a Marine Specialty Contractor Certificate of Competency without examination. Application for this “grandfather” provision must be made to the Board no later than June 30, 2012.

  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.

Chairman Miller led those attending the meeting in the Pledge of Allegiance, after which Mr.

Chairman Miller asked if anyone had read the minutes of the November meeting.
Ms Ingraham moved to approve the minutes. Mr. Bentley seconded. The motion passed.

Chairman Miller opened the floor to the public. No one from the audience addressed the Board.

Chairman Miller asked Mr. Stiltner what cases he had to present to the Board. Mr. Stiltner stated
that numbers five and seven had been completed. Both Mr. Wysocki and Mr. Turner had signed
stipulation agreements and both have paid the $500 fine. These cases are closed.
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Mr. Charles Kemp appeared to request a re-hearing of his case which was heard in his-absence at
the November Board meeting. Mr. Hickok advised the Board that:Mr. Kemp had-céme to'the - "
Board meeting last month but it had been a very short meeting and Mr. Kemp was held up at the
security desk. Mr. Kemp stated that he had lost his wallet. Mr. Leach moved to allow the re-
hearing of this case. Mr. Mazzatta seconded and the motion passed.

Chairman Miller asked who had reviewed the application of Kevin Baker to qualify full Coverage
Irrigation, LLC. (lrrigation) Mr. Spinner reviewed the file and moved to approve the application

pending liability insurance and Workers Compensation. Mr. Parks seconded. The application was
approved.

Chairman Miller asked who had reviewed the application of Sheila Simpson to qualify Bill Simpson
Roofing inc. (Windows & Doors) Mr. Bentley reviewed the file and moved to approve the
application. Mr. Wells seconded. The application was approved.

Chairman Miller asked who had reviewed the application of John Smith to qualify Wire Works
Specialty Company, LLC. (Electrical) Ms Ingraham reviewed the file and moved to approve the

application, pending insurance and Workers Compensation exemption. Mr. Wells seconded. The
application was approved.

Chairman Miller asked who had reviewed the application of Dallas Kittle to qualify Kittle’s LLC.

(Irrigation) Mr. Bishop reviewed the file and moved to approve the application. Mr. Bentley
seconded. The application was approved.

Grades were presented. Ms Ingraham made a motion to accept all grades of 75 and above. Mr.
Bentley seconded and the motion passed. '

Other Old or New Busineés

The Chairman asked Mr. Hickok if he had anything to report. Mr. Hickok told the Board that he had
emailed them a draft of a Marine Specialty Contractor ordinance. He stated since 2007 the CILB
has had a Rule in effect which created a Marine license. However prior to the past year or so
there had been little enforcement effort by the DBPR. In fact many local entities engaged in
marine contracting were largely unaware there was such a license. The City of Jacksonville had
no requirement for licensure of marine contracting. Recently the DBPR has been aggressively
enforcing the requirement that individuals engaged in the marine scope have a marine contracting
license, or hold a certified or registered GC, Building or Residential Contractor license.

Many of our local marine contracting entities have received citations which have the practical effect
of putting them out of work. In conversations with the CILB and DBPR, it was agreed a practical
course of action would be for the CTQB to create a local marine contracting specialty license which
provided for a “grand father” provision.

The draft you have seen is the CTQB’s propesed Marine Contractor Specialty license. It provides
for a “grand father” option where the individual upon verification of four years of marine contracting
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experience can obtain licensure without examination. For the purposes of this draft, the “grand
father" option closes June 30, 2012. Of course Council could extend the time period.

Mr. Hickok and Mr. Spinner engaged in a discussion of the licensing history of general contractors
under Ch. 489 Pt. |. Mr. Hickok said there was agreement among all the various stakeholders that
general contractors would be able to continue to engage in marine work.

The Chairman asked the Board to ratify and approve the proposed draft of the marine contracting
specialty license.

Motion to Approve
Ingraham/Bentley

The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Parks mentioned several items, among them was the CTQB Board Book doesn’t have the
recent additions of the Board approved specialty categories. Mr. Hickok and Ms. Simon said they
will make sure the Board Members are given undated versions of Ch. 342 from MuniCode.

The Chairman and Mr. Hickok discussed using the board room at the Ed Ball Building. Mr. Hickok
said he would look into it however he mentioned there may be a few issues which would have to
be addressed. First and foremost would be scheduling issues. The offices in the Ed Ball Building
have priority over others for use of that facility.

The Chairman asked for a Motion.
