AN ORDINANCE CLOSING AND ABANDONING, AND/OR DISCLAIMING, A PORTION OF SALTZMAN TERRACE, AN UNOPENED AND UNIMPROVED RIGHT-OF-WAY IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 2, CREATED BY DEDICATION TO DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA ON THE PLAT OF SALTZMAN TERRACE ACCORDING TO THE PLAT THEREOF RECORDED IN PLAT BOOK 19, PAGE 68 OF THE CURRENT PUBLIC RECORDS OF DUVAL COUNTY, FLORIDA, AT THE REQUEST OF AVI AVNI SO AS TO ALLOW HIM TO EXPAND AND CLEAR THE TITLE TO THE RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY, SUBJECT TO RESERVATION OF AN EASEMENT OVER THE CLOSED RIGHT-OF-WAY FOR INGRESS AND EGRESS AND FOR ALL UTILITIES; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Closure and Abandonment.  A portion of Saltzman Terrace, an unopened and unimproved right-of-way in Council District 2, created by dedication to Duval County, Florida on the plat of Saltzman Terrace according to the plat thereof recorded in Plat Book 19, Page 68 of the current public records of Duval County, Florida, a description of which is attached hereto as Exhibit 1, is hereby closed and abandoned, and/or disclaimed, as a right-of-way at the request of Avi Avni; provided, however, there is hereby reserved unto the City of Jacksonville and JEA a perpetual unobstructed easement on, over, across, under and through the closed portion of the right-of-way for ingress and egress, and for all utilities, including, but not limited to, water, sewer, electric and drainage. 

Section 2.

Purpose.
The purpose of this ordinance is to allow Avi Avni to expand and clear the title to the residential property. A $1,500 closure application fee has been paid. This request was routed to all government agencies having an interest and there were no objections. 

Section 3.

Effective Date.  This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
