An ordinance appropriating $66,666.67 ($50,000 from the federal emergency management agency THROUGH THE FLORIDA DIVISION OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT AND A 25% MATCH OF $16,666.67 from THE PROPERTY OWNER) to provide ADDITIONAL funding FOR AN ELEVATION PROJECT AT CLARK’S FISH CAMP RESTAURANT at 12903 Hood Landing Road AS PART OF THE FLOOD MITIGATION ASSISTANCE PROGRAM, AS INITIATED BY B.T. 12-038; PROVIDING FOR A CARRYOVER OF FUNDS TO FISCAL YEAR 2012-2013; authorizing the mayor, or his designee, and corporation secretary to execute and deliver documents and take further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance; PROVIDING FOR CITY OVERSIGHT BY THE FIRE AND RESCUE DEPARTMENT; providing an effective date.

Section 1.

Section 2.

Carryover.  The funds appropriated hereby shall not lapse but shall carryover into fiscal year 2012-2013.

Section 3.

Purpose.  The purpose of the appropriation in Section 1 is to reinstate and increase the budget for the Clark’s Fish Camp Flood Mitigation Assistance Program (FMAP) Project. The City is reinstating the FMAP contract to reimburse Ms. Joan Peoples, the property owner, with FEMA grant funding for eligible project expenses incurred in the elevation of the food and beverage storage area of the restaurant at 12903 Hood Landing Road, which has sustained repetitive funding. Required matching funds in the amount of $16,666.67 (25% of the project total) will be provided by the property owner.
Section 4.

Authorization.  The Mayor, or his designee, and Corporation Secretary are hereby authorized to (1) execute and deliver, for and on behalf of the City, all agreements and other documents necessary or appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance, including, without limitation, the Modification Four to Subgrant Agreement between the Division of Emergency Management and City of Jacksonville, in substantially the form attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated herein by this reference, and (2) take, or cause to be taken, for and on behalf of the City, such further action to effectuate the purpose of this ordinance.

The Jacksonville Fire and Rescue Department shall oversee the project described herein.
Section 6.

WHEREAS, the Agreement expired September 30, 2011; and

WHEREAS, the Division and the Recipient desire to reinstate the Agreement, extend the terms
of the Agreement, and increase the funding to $328,775.00 of Federal Funds.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises of the parties contained herein,
the parties agree as follows:

1. The Agreement is hereby reinstated as though it had never expired.
2. Paragraph 3 of the Agreement is hereby amended to read as follows:

This Agreement shall begin February 19, 2008; and shall end March 31, 2012; unless
terminated earlier in accordance with the provisions of paragraph (12) of this
Agreement.

3. The Agreement is amended to increase the maximum amount payable under the Agreement
to Three Hundred Twenty-Eight Thousands Seven Hundred Seventy-five Dollars
($328,775.00).

4. The Budget and Scope of Work, Attachment A to the Agreement, are hereby modified as set
forth in the Revised Attachment A to this Modification, a copy of which is attached hereto
and incorporated herein by reference.

5. All provisions of the Agreement being modified and any attachments in conflict with this
Modification shall be and are hereby changed to conform with this Modification, effective
on the date of execution of this Modification by both parties.

6. All provisions not in conflict with this Modification remain in full force and effect, and are to be
performed at the level specified in the Agreement.

. Quarterly reports are due to the Division no later than 15 days after the end of each
quarter of the program year and shall be sent each quarter until submission of
the administrative close-out report. The ending dates for each quarter of the program
year are March 31, June 30, September 30 and December 31.

Scope of Work
The Recipient shall require the property owner to perform tasks associated with a standard elevation of the Storage
Building with the “below-Base Flood Elevation” (BFE) standards of the national Flood Insurance Program. The
existing storage building will be elevated by adding compacted imported fill over the existing slab and extending the
top of the existing stud walls to support the new higher roof required by building code. The existing wooden deck
portion to be raised will require new piles with a butt elevation to 6.0 NGVD elevation to build the new wooden
deck at the higher elevation. The structure is located in an AE Zone and at a minimum, when completed, the
structure must: meet the A-zone requirements including having the lowest floor at a minimum of 6 feet NGVD
(BFE +2). All construction below BFE will be constructed with flood resistant materials and not portioned into
separate rooms or finished off. Electrical and mechanical equipment shall not be located below BFE except for
essential lighting which will be on a separate ground fault circuit,

The Division of Emergency Management shall reimburse eligible costs for this project up to $328,775.00.
