A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING GIRL SCOUTS OF THE USA UPON THE OCCASION OF THE 100TH ANNIVERSARY OF ITS FOUNDING; RECOGNIZING 2012 AS THE “YEAR OF THE GIRL;” PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Girl Scouts of the USA was founded by Juliette Gordon Low on March 12, 1912, when she organized the first Girl Scout troop in Savannah, Georgia; and


WHEREAS, for 100 years, Girl Scouts of the USA has endeavored to build girls of courage, confidence, and character, with more than 50 million American women having enjoyed Girl Scouting during their childhood; and


WHEREAS, today there are approximately 3.2 million girl and adult members involved with Girl Scouts of the USA in developing character and values, providing a sound basis for social conscience, and instilling a sense of self-worth, all while promoting fun, friendship, and the skills necessary to enable young ladies to find success in today’s world; and


WHEREAS, through its membership in the World Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts, Girl Scouts of the USA is part of a worldwide family of 10 million girls and adults in 145 countries; and


WHEREAS, locally, the Girl Scouts of Gateway Council, begun in 1917 with the establishment of a troop in Mayport, today serves approximately 25,500 girls and adults in 16 North Florida counties, stretching from the Atlantic Ocean to the Gulf of Mexico and including the White Springs area where Ms. Low established the country’s second Girl Scout troop; and


WHEREAS, many of our City’s distinguished citizens and prominent leaders have participated in Girl Scouting, and a complete listing of their names and accomplishments would be notable for its great length; and

WHEREAS, Girl Scouts of the USA is celebrating 100 years of service, and the City Council is desirous of recognizing this momentous occasion and encouraging others to take note of the many outstanding accomplishments of this organization and its local chapter, the Girl Scouts of Gateway Council; now, therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City Council does hereby honor and commend Girl Scouts of the USA upon the occasion of the 100th anniversary of its founding, thanking its leaders and members for their faithful and tireless efforts and wishing them many more years of personal growth and success.
