RESOLUTION 2012-112-A
A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE OF JAMES “COLTON” JACKSON AND MOURNING HIS PASSING; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, James “Colton” Jackson, the son of Chris and Carole Jackson, was a straight A student at Old Plank Christian Academy and a proud member of the school safety patrol; and


WHEREAS, Colton Jackson was a thoughtful and compassionate young man, always ready to help and guide younger students at the school who looked up to him with great admiration; and


WHEREAS, Colton Jackson was an outstanding athlete, playing many sports but excelling at baseball and football at the Marietta Bullsbay Athletic Association, where he was sometimes compared to young Tim Tebow both because of his prowess as a left-handed quarterback and because of his religious faith and winning personality; and 


WHEREAS, outside of school and sports, Colton Jackson loved to attend Jacksonville Jaguars games and to swim and fish in the pond on his family’s property; and

WHEREAS, after Colton’s life was cut short at the age of 11 by a tragic accident in July 2011, the Marietta Bullsbay Athletic Association wished to commemorate the young man’s life and his enthusiastic participation in sports by placing a plaque in his memory at the ballpark where he spent so many hours enjoying athletic competition with his friends; and


WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville wishes to join in the commemoration of a life ended too soon, and in the perpetuation of his memory at the ballpark that was so important to him; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and untimely passing of James “Colton” Jackson and extends its sincere condolences to his family and many friends.  The City is grateful to the Marietta Bullsbay Athletic Association for helping to recall Colton’s life by means of the plaque being dedicated at the ballpark in his memory.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
