RESOLUTION 2012-115-A
A RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING AND COMMENDING PATRICIA I. (PAT) HANNAN UPON THE OCCASION OF HER RETIREMENT AS EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR/CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER OF COMMUNITY CONNECTIONS OF JACKSONVILLE, INC; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Patricia I. (Pat) Hannan holds a Bachelor of Arts in Economics and Finance from Tufts University and furthered her professional development at Harvard University’s Institute for the Management of Lifelong Education; and


WHEREAS, Pat Hannan is well-known and respected throughout the community as a strong advocate for empowering women, children, and families, and for her passion and dedication as the Executive Director/Chief Executive Officer of Community Connections of Jacksonville, Inc., since 1994; and


WHEREAS, Community Connections of Jacksonville, founded in 1911 as the Young Women’s Christian Association of Jacksonville, is one of the oldest human services agencies in Northeast Florida, and in 2011 Ms. Hannan very capably oversaw its $5.5 million budget and the management of its ten program sites and its more than 130 employees which served approximately 4,000 low-income individuals and 3,000 children, offering programs that assist homeless families in Duval, Clay, and Nassau counties, after-school programs in community centers and for the homeless, a daycare and after-school program for homeless children, the Healthy Families Jacksonville child-abuse prevention program in eight Northside ZIP codes, and a GED/literacy program for homeless adults; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Hannan has also garnered such recognition as the Florida Times-Union EVE Award for Outstanding Volunteer Leadership (1983), Volunteer Jacksonville, Inc., Volunteer of the Year (1988), WTLV Channel 12 “12 Who Care” Service Award (1989), Girl Scouts of America Honors Woman of Achievement (1990), and Mayor’s Commission on the Status of Women Women’s History Month Honoree (1998), and her civic involvement comprises an impressive listing of several of Jacksonville’s important boards and organizations; and 

WHEREAS, Pat Hannan is retiring from her position with Community Connections of Jacksonville, Inc., and the City Council desires to recognize her as an exemplary public servant worthy of both emulation and honor; now, therefore
