BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 

Section 1.

Support for Local Bill J-1.  The Council hereby states its support for Local Bill J-1 to be considered by the Duval County Legislative Delegation for the 2013 State Legislative Session. Said Local Bill J-1 would amend Section 22.02 (Membership) of Article 22 (Jacksonville Police and Fire Board of Trustees) of the Charter of the City of Jacksonville to provide that three members instead of two would be appointed by the City Council, and would eliminate the trustee elected member; and amends section 22.04 (General Powers) to obligate the Jacksonville Police and Fire Board of Trustees to create and submit an annual budget to the Mayor and City Council, clarifying that the City Council may review, modify and approve that portion of the budget relating to administrative costs, and striking language therein appearing to grant unspecified powers to the Trustees. of the pension fund, and one shall be a firefighter elected by a

majority of the firefighters who are members of the pension funds

after July 1, 2005, each resident member shall serve as a trustee
for a period of 4 years, unless sooner replaced by the City Council
at whose pleasure he or she shall serve, and may succeed himself or
herself as a trustee. Effective for all elections after July 1,
2005, the police officer and firefighter members shall serve as
trustees for a period of 4 years, unless they shall sooner leave
the employment of the city as a police officer or firefighter,
whereupon the class of employees whose elected representative has
left office shall elect a successor to fill the unexpired term of
office as provided for in this section.
