Bill Summary: This bill reappoints Philip J. Mobley, Sr., to the Jacksonville Housing and Community Development Commission (JHCDC), as a not-for-profit provider of affordable housing, for a second four-year term ending November 30, 2015.
Background Information:  The JHCDC is established pursuant to Chapter 55, Ordinance Code, and acting as the advisory committee, is charged to conduct any required public hearings, undertake the review, take any and all required actions for compliance, and recommend to the Council for adoption a "Consolidated Plan" as required by 24 CFR Part 91.  Section 55.203, Ordinance Code, provides that five of the members of the Commission shall be appointed by the Council.
Mr. Mobley received a master’s degree in business administration from Jacksonville University and is the Executive Director of Strategic Planning and Organization with Duval County Public Schools.  He serves on the Northside Community Involvement, Inc., a not-for-profit organization which provides temporary housing and housing assistance.  Mr. Mobley resides in the Forrest Trails area within Council District #8.

Attendance:  According to information provided by the staff for the JHCDC, Mr. Mobley has attended 73% of the commission meetings since his initial appointment in 2009.
