AN ORDINANCE REZONING APPROXIMATELY 0.62( ACRES LOCATED IN COUNCIL DISTRICT 7 ON walnut street BETWEEN 26Th Street and 27th street (R.E. NO(s). 133111-0000 and 133110-0000), AS DESCRIBED HEREIN, OWNED BY melissa walton AND NADIA ITANI, FROM il (industrial light) DISTRICT TO PUD (PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT) DISTRICT, AS DEFINED AND CLASSIFIED UNDER THE ZONING CODE, to permit commercial uses, AS DESCRIBED IN THE APPROVED WRITTEN DESCRIPTION AND SITE PLAN FOR THE walnut street borrow pit PUD; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Melissa Walton, the owner(s) of approximately 0.62( acres located in Council District 7 on Walnut Street between 26th Street and 27th Street (R.E. No(s). 133111-0000 and 133110-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from IL (Industrial Light) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from IL (Industrial Light) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated January 20, 2012 and written description dated January 20, 2012 for the Walnut Street Borrow Pit PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit light industrial uses and a borrow pit, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Owner and Description.
The Subject Property is owned by Melissa Walton and Nadia Itani and is legally described in Exhibit 1.  The agent is James M. Lucas, 1305 Cedar St., Jacksonville, Florida 32207; (904) 396-3060.


Section 3.

. PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The following information constitutes the written description of the intended plan of
devsiopment for the Walnut Street Borrow Plt PUD. This PUD consists of 0.47 acres and is located
on the east side of Walnut Street, south of 27th Street East, north of 26th Street East on an
undeveloped parcel in an IL zoned district. The site is currently designated Industrial Light
Industrial (IL) on the Future Land Use Maps and currently zoned IL. The site is proposed to be
devetoped as an IL/PUD. To the north across 27th Street is low density residential (LDR) use, to
the south east and west is IL use. This property will be developed for industrial use with the
addition of a borrow pit for soil recycling. The rezoning of the property from IL to PUD will not
adversely affect or have a negative impact to the community at large or to the surrounding
properties since the allowable uses and restrictions under the current zoning code will apply with

the addition of a borrow pit use. The proposed development Is consistent with FLUM and the
2010 Comprehensive Pian.

1. PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT L AN RESTRICTIONS

Attached hersto Is a conceptual site plan indicating the allowed development on the site.
The purpose of the project is to provide needed soil for the rebuilding and rerouting of the 20th
street expressway turn at Haines Street designed by the JTA. The existing soil is to be replaced in
the pit to restore the site to as close to original condition. Future use of the site will be as
required under the standard IL zoning regulations.

A. Permitted Uses and Restrictions

1. Permitted Uses. The permitted uses on the site will be what is allowed
under the IL zoning in Section 656.322 along with addition of a borrow pit.

B. Accessory Stryctures

1. Accessory uses and structures are allowed as defined herein and in Section
656.403 of the Zoning Code.

C. Restrictions on Uses:

No specific restrictions over and above those restrictions stated in the Zoning code for IL
zoned districts.

l. PLANNED UNI VELOPMENT DESIGN ELINE
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A. Lot Requirements:

1. The minimum lot size, lot width and maximum lot coverage shall be as set

ferth in the current IL zoning district pursuant to provislons of Section 656.322 of the Jacksonville
Zoning Code.

2. Parking: Parking requirements shall be consistent with the requirements of
Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

3. Vehicular Access: Vehicular access to the property shall be by way of a
driveway connection from one of three roads as shown on the site plan. The location of the
accass point and driveway connection may vary, howsvar, the final location and design shall be
subject to review and approval of the City of Jacksonville Traffic Engineer.

4. Pedestrian Access: Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks
installed in accordance with the 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

B. Signs:

1. One street frontage sign not to exceed one (1) square foot per linear foot of
street frontage, to a maximum size of two hundred (200) square feet in area.

2. One informational sign not to exceed twenty four {24) square feet.
3. Wall signs are permitted.
4, Identification and directional slgnage shall be permitted in accordance with

section 656.1301 of the Jacksonville Zoning Ordinance and shall be subject to review by the City
of Jacksonville Planning and Development Department.

C. Landscaping:

Landscaping on the site shall be in accordance with the requirements of the current Part
12 Landscape Regulations of the City of Jacksonville Zoning Code.

D. Utilities:

The property will be served by the Jacksonville Electric Authority for water, sewer and
electric. Lighting shall be designed to localize illumination onto the property and to minimize
unreasonable interference or impact on any residential zoning districts outside of the PUD.

E. Wetlands:

Wetlands will be permitted according to local, state and federal requirements.

V. DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPRQVAL,

With each request for verification of substantial compliance with this PUD, a preliminary
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development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and Development
Department identifying all existing and propossd uses within the property, and showing the
general layout of the overall Property.

V. FICATION FOR PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT CLASSIF FOR THI
PROJECT

The proposed project Is consistent with the intent of IL zoning for this parcel, the general
purpose and intent of the City of Jacksonvlile 2030 Comprehensive Plan and Land Use
Regulations. The proposed project will be beneficial to the surrounding neighberhood and
community;

A Is more efficient than would be possible through strict application of the Zoning
Code;

B. Is comparable with surrounding land uses and will improve the characteristics of
the surrounding area; :

C. Will promote the purposes of the City of Jacksonvitle 2030 Comprehensive Plan;

V. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA

A, According to the FLUM and the 2030 Comprehensive Plan, the proposed
development and land use are consistent.

B. The proposed deveiopment will comply with Chapter 655 Concurency Management
System.

c The proposed development is not requesting any allocations for Industrial Land

Use at the time. The propossad development will not adversely affect the surrounding Industrial
Land Use.

D. Vehicular access will be in accordance with the site plan.

E. The tocations of various proposed. uses match the current zoning and shows the
degree of compatibility of uses with the surrounding uses.

F. Recreational areas will be in accerdance with the proposed site plan. The
recreational areas will have no impact on vehicular access or surrounding buildings.

G. There are no jurisdictional wetlands on the property.
H. No wildlife survey is required since the slte is less than 50 acres.
l. Parking will be provided in accordance with Part 6 of the Zoning Codae.

J. Sidewalks will be provided in accordance with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan,
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K. Stoermwater ratention will be provided in accordance with City of Jacksonville and
SJRWMD requirements.

L. Utilities will be provided by JEA.
