Bill Summary: The bill amends Ordinance Code Chapter 656 – Zoning Code – in Part 15 – Communication Tower and Antenna Regulations – to provide that one flag shall be allowed to be flown from each flag pole- designed camouflaged tower.
Background Information: While the Zoning Code does not specifically permit or prohibit flags from being flown on flag pole-designed camouflaged telecommunications towers, permission to construct such towers has occasionally been conditioned the Planning Department or Planning Commission to prohibit the flying of a flag.  This amendment would clearly permit the flying of a single flag on such specifically designed towers.
