(g) Flags. One flag shall be allowed on each flag pole designed camouflaged tower that is located within 1,000 feet of the centerline of a designated interstate highway. This provision shall also be applicable to all previously approved flag pole designed camouflaged towers, notwithstanding any conditions to the contrary. Prior to installing a flag on an existing pole designed camouflaged tower as permitted herein, an applicant shall submit a building permit application meeting the structural requirements of the Building Inspection Division, and a copy to the Wireless Communications Coordinator, for review and approval.

 Section 2.
Severability.  It is the specific intent of the Council that in the event that any portion of this ordinance, is declared invalid, unenforceable, unconstitutional or void, or is permanently enjoined, or if the existence of any provision of this ordinance would result in any other portion of Chapter 656, Ordinance Code, or the Charter being held to be invalid, unenforceable, unconstitutional or void, and the court does not sever such invalid portion of this section, then the invalid portion of this ordinance is repealed and invalid. It is the specific intent that the invalidity of any portion of this ordinance shall not affect any other section, subsection, paragraph, subparagraph, sentence, phrase, clause or word of Chapter 656, Ordinance Code, or the Charter.
