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ORDINANCE 2012-172
AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A LEASE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF JACKSONVILLE (“CITY”) AND SUNRISE AVIATION, INC., A FLORIDA CORPORATION, FOR LEASED PREMISES (BUILDING #374) AT CECIL COMMERCE CENTER; DESIGNATING JEDC AS MONITOR OF THE LEASE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission (“JEDC”) has previously approved, and the City of Jacksonville (“City”) desires to enter into, a Lease Agreement with Sunrise Aviation, Inc. (“Sunrise”), concerning certain leased premises generally described as Building 374 at Cecil Commerce Center (the “Facility”), as further described in the Memorandum dated February 9, 2012, attached hereto as Exhibit 1; now, therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville: 


Section 1.

Execution of Agreement.  The Mayor, or his designee, the Corporation Secretary and the Executive Director of the JEDC are hereby authorized to execute a Lease Agreement between Sunrise and the City (the “Lease”) in substantially the form on file with the Legislative Services Division. The Resolution of the JEDC requesting the City Council to approve the Lease is attached hereto as Exhibit 2.

Section 2.

Further Authorizations.  The Mayor, or his designee, the Corporation Secretary and the Executive Director of the JEDC, as applicable, are hereby authorized to execute all other contracts and documents and otherwise take all necessary action in connection with the Lease, and to negotiate and execute all necessary changes and amendments to such Lease and other contracts and documents, to effectuate the purposes of this Ordinance, without further Council action, provided such changes and amendments are limited to "technical amendments" and do not change the financial obligations between the parties, and further provided that all such amendments shall be subject to appropriate legal review and approval by the General Counsel, or his designee, and approval by the Executive Director of the JEDC, or his designee, as being in conformance with City policies applicable to Cecil Commerce Center, and all other appropriate official action required by law.  The term "technical amendments" as used in this section shall include, but not be limited to, changes in legal descriptions and surveys, description of infrastructure improvements and/or any road project, ingress and egress, easements and right of ways, schedules of performance and development, design standards, vehicles access and site plan, which have no financial impact.

      Section 3.
Designation of Authorized Official/JEDC Contract Monitor.  The Mayor is designated as the authorized official of the City for the purpose of executing and delivering any documents and furnishing such information, data and documents for the Lease as may be required and otherwise to act as the authorized official of the City in connection with the Lease, and is further authorized to designate one or more other officials of the City to exercise any of the foregoing authorizations and to furnish or cause to be furnished such information and take or cause to be taken such action as may be necessary to enable the City to implement the Lease according to its terms.  The JEDC is hereby required to administer and monitor the Lease and to handle the City's responsibilities thereunder, working with and supported by all relevant City departments.


Section 4.

Effective Date.  This Ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.

SUBJECT: Proposed Sunrise Aviation, Inc. Lease at Cecil Commerce Center .

DATE: February 9, 2012

Sunrise Aviation, Inc., a flight school company, recently partnered with Florida State College at
Jacksonville (FSCJ) to help provide flight training for students enrolled in the College’s Aviation
Center of Excellence at Cecil. The demand for its services has exceeded its expectations, and
they now are looking to provide additional classroom space to meet the growing student
population. They would like to lease Building 374, a 1,800 SF office building, located in close
proximity to their exiting classroom space at the FSCJ’s Aviation Center of Excellence. The
Company’s new classroom space will also be utilized to serve clients that aren’t enrolled at
FSCI.

Sunrise Aviation, Inc. currently has five full time and two part time employees supporting its
operations at FSCJ’s Aviation Center of Excellence. They will be hiring one new employee and
utilizing some of their existing Cecil employees, to help support the new classroom expansion
into Building 374.

The following is a brief abstract of major terms:
- Square feet: 1,800 SF of office space
- Price PSF: $8.00
- Monthly Base Rent: $1,200.00
- Term: 12 months
- Renewal Option: 2 additional 12-month terms
- Assignment: Only with prior written consent of the Landlord
- Security Deposit: Monthly Base Rent
- Grace Period: 5 days from the due date of the first day of the month
- Late Payment Charge: 10% of past due amount
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Requested Action

It is staff’s opinion that the proposed lease with Sunrise Aviation, Inc. will be beneficial because
of the high-wage, aviation-related jobs that will be retained and added at Cecil Commerce
Center.

It is recommended that the Jacksonville Economic Development Commission authorize the
introduction of legislation to the Jacksonville City Council requesting the Council approve the
execution of a one year lease agreement with Sunrise Aviation, Inc. for a total of 1,800 SF of
office space at Cecil Commerce Center and as outlined in the attached Lease Agreement between
the City of Jacksonville and Sunrise Aviation, Inc.
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A RESOLUTION OF THE JACKSONVILLE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT
COMMISSION (“JEDC”) REQUESTING THE CITY COUNCIL APPROVE A
LEASE FOR 1,800 SQUARE FEET OF OFFICE SPACE IN BUILDING 374 AT

CECIL COMMERCE CENTER TO SUNRISE AVIATION, INC.; PROVIDING
AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City of Jacksonville, as owner of Cecil Commerce Center,
operates and maintains the facilities, including leasing and property management; and

WHEREAS, Sunrise Aviation, Inc. has requested to lease a Building 374 due to
its close proximity to their existing classroom space at Florida State College of
Jacksonville’s Aviation Center of Excellence. The demand for its current services has
exceeded its expectations, and therefore additional classroom space is needed to meet the
growing student population.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Jacksonville Economic
Development Commission:

Section 1. The JEDC hereby approves the lease of Building 374 at Cecil
Commerce Center to Sunrise Aviation, Inc. on the terms described in the attached Memo.
Any changes to the lease deemed necessary by JEDC staff, which does not increase cost
or expenses to the JEDC or City are herby authorized without the need for further
approval by the JEDC.

Section 2. The JEDC hereby requests the City Council enact legislation
approving the lease with similar terms as outlined in Section 1 above.

Section 3. This resolution shall become effective upon its approval by the
JEDC this 9" day of February 2012.
