A RESOLUTION HONORING AND COMMENDING COACH NATHANIEL SWEETMAN WASHINGTON, SR., FOR HIS LIFETIME ACHIEVEMENTS AS EDUCATOR, MENTOR AND CITIZEN; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS,
throughout his life, Coach Nathaniel Washington has amassed an array of achievements that have earned him recognition  and awards that reflect a lifetime of setting exemplary records, inspiring others, particularly the young, and making ours a better world for our children and posterity; and
WHEREAS,
a native of Jacksonville, Coach Washington is a 1944 graduate of Stanton High School; he earned a Bachelor of Science degree from Florida Memorial College in 1949 and culminated his education with a Master of Education degree at New York University in 1958; and

WHEREAS,
in an impressive career that spanned 58 years, Coach Washington excelled in leadership positions in the classroom,  administration and on playing fields: as physical education teacher at Matthew Gilbert High School, 1950-1956; Athletic Director, Head Coach and Physical Education Teacher at Douglas Anderson High School 1956-1967; Ribault High School Dean of Boys, 1970-1971; Ribault Assistant Principal, 1971-1975; Eugene Butler Assistant Principal, 1975-1981; Landon Junior High School Vice-Principal, 1981-1982 and numerous other administrative capacities where he helped to mold the character and sharpen the minds of students; and

WHEREAS,
an avid civic leader, Coach Washington’s contributions are legion: appointed by the Mayor, he served on the Jacksonville Children’s Commission for 8 years; is a Deacon at Bethel Baptist Institutional Church; was the originator of the Bob Hayes Invitational Track Meet; is a member of 100 Black Men Association of Jacksonville; was a 1996 J.M. Family African American Achiever; and the recipient of the 2006 ONYX Humanitarian Award

Coach Nathaniel Washington’s imprint on our community and Jacksonville as a whole is considerable and the example that he always set for others has always been stellar and inspiring, it is fitting that we recognize the many achievements of our fellow citizen, leader and friend who has given so much to so many; now therefore
