ORDINANCE 2012 -190
AN ORDINANCE CONCERNING ASSESSMENTS FOR CURB, GUTTER AND SIDEWALK PROJECTS; AMENDING SECTION 740.107 (STATEMENT OF COSTS TO BE ENTERED IN STREET IMPROVEMENT LIEN BOOK), CHAPTER 740 (SIDEWALKS, CURBS AND GUTTERS), ORDINANCE CODE TO MODIFY THE PROCESS FOR COLLECTION OF ASSESSMENTS FOR CURB, GUTTER AND SIDEWALK PROJECTS; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 740, Ordinance Code, the City has established a process by which property owners can petition the Public Works Department to lay and install curbs, gutters and sidewalks; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 740.104 (Petition of property owners for laying of curbs, gutters or sidewalks), Ordinance Code, the City has established a maximum price for the laying and construction of curbs, gutters and sidewalks computed on the basis of $12 for each linear foot for curb and gutter and for sidewalks, the actual width of the sidewalk in feet times $12 per each linear foot divided by five; and

WHEREAS, the Public Works Department is required to prepare a statement of costs and submit that statement of costs to the Tax Collector; and

 WHEREAS, although the Public Works Department is tasked with the laying and construction of curbs, gutters and sidewalks and preparing a statement of costs, and there is a fixed maximum cost of the work, section 740.107 (Statement of costs to be entered in Street Improvement Lien Book), Ordinance Code, requires the Tax Collector to submit the costs to the City Council for approval; and

WHEREAS, in order to remove the Tax Collector from the process of confirming costs and limit his role to collecting assessments and taxes the above-referenced requirement imposed on the Tax Collector is being eliminated; now therefore, 
BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1.

Section 740.107 (Statement of costs to be entered in Street Improvement Lien Book), Ordinance Code amended. Section 740.107 (Statement of costs to be entered in Street Improvement Lien Book), Chapter 740 (Sidewalks, Curbs and gutters), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended as follows:
CHAPTER 740. SIDEWALKS, CURBS AND GUTTERS.

Sec. 740.107. Statement of costs to be entered in Street Improvement Lien Book.

As soon as practicable and within 30 days after the construction or repair of a sidewalk, curb or gutter, the Public Works Department shall prepare a statement of the costs thereof, which statement shall set forth the amount of costs, the date of completion of the work and a description of the parcel of property upon which the lien is claimed. The Department shall transmit the statement of costs to the Tax Collector. The Tax Collector shall enter the information set forth on the statement of costs in a book labeled the Street Improvement Lien Book, which shall be prepared and kept for that purpose and kept open to public inspection during office hours in the Office of the Tax Collector. As soon as practicable after the entries have been made in the Street Improvement Lien Book, the Tax Collector shall cause to be published and mailed or delivered to the owner of each parcel of land along and in front of which the sidewalk, curb or gutter lies, if the lien is for repairs in accordance with Section 740.102, a notice of the completion of the work and that liens have been entered in the Street Improvement Lien Book. The notice shall contain a legal description of the property against which a lien is claimed for the completed work covered by the notice. One publication of the notice of completion of any and all sidewalk, curb or gutter work provided herein and the fact that liens covering the cost of the work have been entered by the City in the Street Improvement Lien Book published in a newspaper of general circulation in the City shall be sufficient. Upon receipt of the statement of costs, the Tax Collector will submit it to the Council for approval.
