WHEREAS, Vallencourt Construction, Inc., the owner(s) of approximately 40.93( acres located in Council District 8 on Ribault Avenue between Soutel Drive and Turton Avenue (R.E. No(s). 030160-0000), as more particularly described in Exhibit 1, attached hereto (Subject Property), has applied for a rezoning and reclassification of that property from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as described in Section 1 below; and


WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the application and has rendered an advisory opinion; and


WHEREAS, the Land Use and Zoning Committee, after due notice and public hearing, has made its recommendation to the Council; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds that such rezoning is: (1) consistent with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; (2) furthers the goals, objectives and policies of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan; and (3) is not in conflict with any portion of the City’s land use regulations; and


WHEREAS, the Council finds the proposed rezoning does not adversely affect the orderly development of the City as embodied in the Zoning Code; will not adversely affect the health and safety of residents in the area; will not be detrimental to the natural environment or to the use or development of the adjacent properties in the general neighborhood; and will accomplish the objectives and meet the standards of Section 656.340 (Planned Unit Development) of the Zoning Code; now therefore


BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

Property Rezoned.
The Subject Property is hereby rezoned and reclassified from PUD (Planned Unit Development) District to PUD (Planned Unit Development) District, as shown and described in the approved site plan dated March 2012 and written description dated April 23, 2012 for the Timber Oaks, Phase 4 PUD.   The PUD district for the Subject Property shall generally permit single family residential uses, as more specifically shown and described in the approved site plan and written description, both attached hereto as Revised Exhibit 2.
Section 2.

Rezoning Approved Subject to Conditions. This rezoning is approved subject to the following conditions:

(a)
The Subject Property shall be developed in accordance with the Development Services Division Memorandum dated March 20, 2012, or as otherwise approved by the Planning and Development Department.

(b)
The depth of the borrow pit shall not exceed 35 feet.

(c)
The Subject property shall be developed in accordance with Sections 656.905 and 656.906 of the Zoning Code.  The safety fence required in Section 656.906 may be removed after the borrow pit is closed and the borrow pit meets the required slopes in Section 656.905(b) of the Zoning Code.

(d)  The hours of operation for the borrow pit excavation and related uses and activities shall be limited to between 7:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M., Monday through Friday.  The borrow pit excavation and all related uses and activities shall cease within two years of the effective date of this ordinance.  

(e) 
Each lot shall have a minimum parking driveway pad (18 feet x 18 feet) for two automobiles such that the automobiles parking in the driveway will not encroach in to the sidewalk.

Section 3.

PUD WRITTEN DESCRIPTION

TIMBER OAKS UNIT 4

l PROJECT DESCRIPTION

This project constitutes the rezoning of an approximate 40 acre parcel to Planned Unit
Development (PUD) and is detached from a larger 119 acre parcel rezoned to PUD by the City of
Jacksonville on August 23, 2003 by the enactment of Ordinance 2003-779-E. The subject
property is located in the City’s Northwest Planning District in Council District 8 just west of
Ribault Avenue between Soutel Drive and Baldwin Avenue. Primary access to the subject
property is provided by Rogers Avenue which runs westward from Ribault Avenue.

Pursuant to the development and building parameters in the current PUD on the property,
approximately one-half of the total acreage of this project will consist of a maximum of 80 single
family detached dwelling units on lots that are 50’ X 100" with a minimum &' side yard setbacks.
This is an elimination of a minimum of 90 single family dwellings from the total permitted in the
current PUD which will result in a significant reduction of the overall impacts upon the
infrastructure and natural resources in the area.

In addition, this project will include the development of a significant multi-purpose excavation
feature/borrow pit designed in a manner to complement functionally and aesthetically the low
density residential areas surrounding the property. This project will be designed to safely and
effectively provide an enlarged amenity and open space to the surrounding residents and
enhance the overall public safety, character and enjoyment of the homes in the immediate
neighborhood.

. USES AND RESTRICTIONS

Attached hereto is a conceptual site plan indicating the general design of the development on this
site. This PUD proposal will mirror the development density and intensity character of the current
PUD on the property by adhering to low density residential uses generally consistent with the
RLD-50 zoning district. Further, this PUD rezoning will include an excavation feature/ borrow pit
that will be designed in a manner consistent with Part 9 of the City's Zoning Code.

A. Permitted Uses and Structures.

1. Single family detached dwelling units and accessory structures in accordance with
Section 646.403, Jacksonville Ordinance Code. Each home site will have at least
a single car garage and a minimum parking driveway that will not encroach into the
sidewalk.

2, Excavation feature/Borrow pit that will meet all the requirements of Section 656.904
of the Jacksonville Zoning Code for lakes or ponds excluding depth as well as
other City guidelines and best practices including its Land Development
Procedures and the permitting requirements of other local, regional or State
affected agencies. After completion of the excavation activities, the feature will be
used as a retention pond/aesthetic amenity.
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DESIGN GUIDELINES

Lot Requirements

1. Minimum lot area: 5000 square feet

2. Minimum lot width: 50 feet

3. Maximum lot coverage: 60 percent

4. Minimum front yard: 20 feet

5. Minimum side yard: 5 feet on each side
6. Minimum rear yard: 10 feet

7. Maximum height of structure: 35 feet
Ingress, Egress and Circulation

1. Parking Requirements. The parking requirements for this development shall, at a
minimum, be consistent with the requirements of Part 6 of the Zoning Code.

2. Vehicular Access. Vehicular access to the property shall be provided at several
points which are extensions of adjacent development as reflected on the site plan.
Both internal and external road improvements shall be subject to the review and
approval of the City's Traffic Engineering function. All access to the property in
association with the extraction of materials and closure of the excavation facility shall
be made from Rogers Road to the west.

3. Pedestrian Access. Pedestrian access shall be provided by sidewalks installed in
accordance with the provisions of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan and its supportive
Land Development Regulations.

Signage. Additional signage that will be provided will be consistent with Part 13 of the

. Zoning Code.

Landscaping. The property shall be developed in accordance with Part 12 of the Zoning
Code.

Recreation and Open Space. In view of the proximity of existing recreational facilities
and open space, no additional recreational facilities are deemed appropriate or
necessary. -

Utilities. Electrical power, potable water and sanitary sewer will be provided by JEA.

. Wetlands. Wetland impacts will be reviewed and permitted in accordance with local,

state and federal requirements.

Setback for Borrow Pit shall be 10 feet along the north and east property lines and shall
meet Section 656.903(a) of the Zoning Code along the south and west property lines;
however, in no case shall it be less than the requirements of 656.903(a) from an existing
developed residential lot.
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|.  Prior to excavation, the owner or lessee of land containing excavations or a borrow pit
shall construct and maintain substantial fences with locking gates not less than six feet in
height at all points of access to the excavations or borrow pit with durable warning signs
posted thereon not more than 200 feet apart bearing the words DANGER and NO
TRESPASSING in letters not less than six inches in height, which shall be maintained by
the owner or lessee so as to be clearly legible. When excavation of the pit is complete, it
will be used as a non-conforming pond and no fence shall be required.

Iv. DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL

During the request for verification of substantial compliance associated with this PUD, a
preliminary development plan shall be submitted to the City of Jacksonville Planning and
Development Department identifying all the existing and proposed uses within the property and
showing the general layout of the overall property.

V. JUSTIFICATION FOR THE PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT (PUD) ZONING
CLASSIFICATION FOR THIS PROJECT

The proposed project is consistent with the general purpose and intent of the City of
Jacksonville's 2030 Comprehensive Plan and supportive Land Development Regulations by
ensuring that the mixture and location of the proposed land uses decreases density and intensity
while promoting the health, safety, and welfare of the citizens of the surrounding neighborhood
and community. More specifically,, this project is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan's
intent to ensure that the type, rate and distribution of growth in the City results in compact and
compatible land use patterns, an increasingly efficient urban service delivery system and
discourages the proliferation of urban sprawl. It optimizes economic value, benefit and
enjoyment of this residential area and protects natural resources. It minimizes any threat to the
health, safety and welfare posed by hazards, nuisances, incompatible land uses and
environmental degradation. This project furthers a well balanced and organized combination of
low density single family residential and public uses and open space served by a convenient and
efficient transportation network that protects the fabric, safety and character of the adjacent
residential areas.

VI. PUD REVIEW CRITERIA
A. Consistency with the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

It has been researched that this project is consistent with Goal 1, Objective 1.1, Policy 1.1.1,
Policy 1.1.8, Policy 1.1.9, Policy 1.1.10, Policy 1.1.12 and Goal 3, Objective 3.1 and Policy
3.1.3 of the Future Land Use Element of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan. For purposes of
reference, they are provided below:

1. Goal 1—To ensure that the character and location of land uses optimize the
combined potentials for economic benefit and enjoyment and protection of natural
resources, while minimizing the threat to health, safety and welfare posed by
hazards, nuisances, incompatible land uses and environmental degradation.

2. Objective1.1—Ensure that the type, rate, and distribution of growth in the City results
in compact and compatible land use patterns, an increasingly efficient urban service
delivery system and discourages proliferation of urban sprawl through
implementation of regulatory programs, intergovernmental coordination mechanisms,
and public/private coordination.

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3. Policy 1.1.1—The City shall ensure that all new development and redevelopment
after the effective date of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan is consistent with the Future
Land Use Map series, and textual provisions of this and other elements of the 2030
Comprehensive Plan, as provided in Chapter 163 (Part Il), Florida Statues (F.S.).

8. Object 3.1—Continue to maintain adequate land designated for residential uses
which can accommodate the projected population and provide safe, decent, sanitary
and affordable housing opportunities for the citizens. Protect single-family residential
neighborhoods by requiring that any other land uses within single-family areas meet
all applicable requirements described in the Development Areas and the Plan
Category Descriptions of the Operative Provisions of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan
and Land Development Regulations.

9. Policy 3.1.3—Protect neighborhoods from potential negative impacts by providing a
gradation of uses and scale transition. The Land Development Regulations shall be
amended to provide for an administrative process to review and grant, when
appropriate, relief from the scale transition requirements.

Consistency with the Concurrency Management System.

There will be a general reduction in the impacts subject to concurrency review in view of
the scaled back nature of the residential component of this development. Moving
forward, appropriate reviews and approvals will be secured from the City’'s Concurrency
Management Office. )

. Allocation of Residential Land Use.

There will be reduction in the number of residential units and less impact on the allocation
standards in the Comprehensive Plan.

Internal Compatibility.

The proposed uses are a continuation of the low density residential uses with supporting
infrastructure as depicted in the original plan of development along with expanded open

space which are compatible in these types of circumstances and which will enhance,
rather than detract, the character, stability and safety of the neighborhood.

External Compatibility.

The proposed project reduces the total number of single family detached dwelling units to
be constructed in this Low Density Residential (LDR) Land Use category as depicted on
the Future Land Use Map series (FLUMs) of the 2030 Comprehensive Plan. For
considerable distances in all directions, the areas adjacent to this proposal are
designated LDR on the FLUMs and developed in a similar density and intensity.
Recreation and Open Space.

Facilities to be provided as reflected in a manner generally consistent with the site plan
and as previously described.

. Impact on Wetlands.

A wetlands permit from the appropriate agencies has been acquired and mitigation
accomplished.

Listed Species.

No additional survey required as this project is less than 50 acres.
Off Street Parking.

Parking to be provided as stated previously.

Sidewalks, Trails, and Bikeways.

To be provided in accordance with the 2030 Comprehensive plan and as provided in site
plan.

Storm-water Retention.

To be provided in accordance with the regulations of the City of Jacksonville and the St
Johns River Water Management District.

Utilities.
