ORDINANCE 2012-198
AN ORDINANCE REGARDING MID-YEAR CHANGES TO THE  CITY’S CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM (CIP); AMENDING SECTION 122.605 (REVIEW, AMENDMENT, ADOPTION AND APPROPRIATION BY CITY COUNCIL) OF PART 6 (CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM) OF CHAPTER 122 (PUBLIC PROPERTY), ORDINANCE CODE, TO REQUIRE THE IDENTIFICATION OF REASONS FOR MID-YEAR REVIEW AND TO REQUIRE A TWO-THIRDS MAJORITY VOTE OF COUNCIL MEMBERS PRESENT TO ENACT SUCH LEGISLATION; PROVIDING FOR THE AMENDMENT OF SECTION 3.102 (PREPARATION OF BILLS), OF PART 1 (GENERAL RULES), OF CHAPTER 3 (LEGISLATION), COUNCIL RULES TO REQUIRE DOCUMENTATION OF REASONS FOR MID-YEAR CHANGES TO THE CIP; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
WHEREAS, the Council has had a long standing practice of enacting mid-year adjustments to the Capital Improvement Program (CIP) without enacting formal written findings, as might appear to be appropriate under Section 122.605(c) Ordinance Code; and

WHEREAS, the Council wishes to continue its full consideration of mid-year adjustments, considering all factors as the Council deems appropriate; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that clarifying the procedure for approval of mid-year reviews of the CIP is now in order; now therefore

BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.  Section 122.605(c)(Review, amendment, adoption and appropriation by City Council), Ordinance Code Amended.  Section 122.605(c)(Review, amendment, adoption and appropriation by City Council), of Part 6 (Capital Improvement Program) of Chapter 122 (Public Property) Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:
CHAPTER 122.
PUBLIC PROPERTY.

PART 6. CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM.

Sec. 122.605. - Review, amendment, adoption and appropriation by City Council.

(a) In conjunction with its review of the annual budgets for the City and independent agencies, the City Council shall

(1) Review the proposed Capital Improvement Program Plan and the proposed Capital Improvement Program Budget;

(2) Amend the proposed Capital Improvement Program Budget and the Proposed Capital Improvement Plan in the best interest of the community; 

(3) Adopt the Capital Improvement Program Budget and the Capital Improvement Program Plan, as may be amended, by no later than September 30 of each year; and 
(4) Make an appropriation to fully fund each Capital Improvement Project included within the first year of the Capital Improvement Program Plan. 

(b) Funds shall not be expended on a Capital Improvement Project (as defined by Sec. 122.602(a) and (e)), which may have been line-item approved in a Capital Improvement Plan without specific reference to precise locations of work, narrowly defined project costs, or narrowly defined work descriptions, unless and until such expenditures and an amendment to the Capital Improvement Plan identifying precise locations of work, narrowly defined project costs, and narrowly defined work descriptions are separately approved by City Council. 

(c) The City Council may amend the Capital Improvement Program Plan and any appropriations made pursuant to Section 122.605(a)(4) during the then current fiscal year, but only upon an enactment a finding by City Council specifically identifying the reasons  that deferral of such amendment until the immediately following annual budget review will be detrimental to the best interest of the community. Enactment of an ordinance approving a proposed CIP amendment during the fiscal year shall require approval by a two-thirds majority of the Council Members present.
Section 2.  Amending Council Rule 3.102.  Section 3.102 (Preparation of Bills), of Part 1 (General Rules), of Chapter 3 (Legislation), Council Rules, is amended to read as follows:

(g)
Surplus Property Legislation.  All legislation surplussing real or personal property of the City shall contain:



(1)
For real property, an attached certificate from the Chief of Real Estate that all Chapter 122 requirements have been met, and if not, the requirements not met and the reasons therefore.


(2)
For personal property, an attached certificate from the Director of Procurement that all Chapter 122 (Public Property) or Chapter 126 (Procurement) requirements have been met, and if not, the requirements not met and the reasons therefore.



(3)
For all property, an estimation of the value of the property and whether the value is supported by an appraisal.



(4)
For all property to be donated to a non-profit, an attached contract in a form similar to the City’s standard public service grant contract stating the terms and conditions associated with the disposition or conveyance of the property.


(h)
Current fiscal year Capital Improvement Program Plan (CIP) amendments.  All legislation other than the annual budget ordinance or the annual Capital Improvement Program Plan (CIP) ordinance, that amends the CIP, shall contain provisions that state:



(1)
That deferral of such amendment until the immediately following annual budget review will be detrimental to the best interest of the community; and



(2)
The reasons that deferral of such amendment until the immediately following annual budget review will be detrimental to the best interest of the community; and



(3)
That pursuant to Section 122.605(c), a vote on such amendment shall require the affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Council Members present at the meeting.


(h i)
With the prior written approval of the Council Secretary and the Council Auditor, the Chief of Legislative Affairs Division, Office of General Counsel may correct scrivener’s or other typographical errors absent further legislative action in accordance with the Administrative Changes or Corrections Policy, on file with the Legislative Services Division.


Section 3. 
Effective Date. 
This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
