RESOLUTION 2012-207-A
A RESOLUTION HONORING AND CONGRATULATING THE BOLLES BULLDOGS FOOTBALL TEAM ON WINNING THE CLASS 4A STATE FOOTBALL CHAMPIONSHIP, THE BULLDOGS’ 11TH STATE TITLE; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, the Bolles School football program is a legendary state powerhouse, having won ten state championships, nine of them since 1989 under the leadership of Head Coach Corky Rogers; and


WHEREAS, after a regular season record of 9-1 but reaching the playoffs in the unaccustomed position of district runner-up following a close loss to district champion Raines High School, the Bulldogs opened the playoffs with a convincing 42-21 victory at South Sumter High in Bushnell and then avenged their only loss by defeating Raines by a score of 24-6 in the regional final; and


WHEREAS, in the state semi-finals Bolles thrashed East Gadsden 49-7 to set up a clash with powerhouse Booker T. Washington High School of Miami, at 12-1 the top-ranked team in Class 4A and a team that features nearly a dozen elite Division 1 college prospects; and 


WHEREAS, the state championship game in the Citrus Bowl in Orlando was a wild affair in which Washington built a 25-12 lead before Bolles rallied in incredible fashion to score three touchdowns in the fourth quarter and win 33-25, bringing home the school’s eleventh state title; and


WHEREAS, the amazing victory was Coach Corky Rogers’ 411th career win as a high school head coach and his 70th playoff win, both state records, and the 10th state championship of his illustrious 40 year career as a high school head coach, the last 22 years at Bolles; and

WHEREAS, the championship run filled the Bolles School and the entire Jacksonville area with tremendous excitement and pride at this great accomplishment; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby honors and congratulates the Bolles School Bulldogs, including the players, Head Coach Corky Rogers and his staff, Head of School John Trainer and his faculty and staff, and all the families, fans and supporters of the program, on the Bulldogs’ 11th state football championship, and wishes the school and its student-athletes the very best of continued academic and athletic success.
