A RESOLUTION COMMEMORATING THE LIFE AND MOURNING THE LOSS OF EPISCOPAL HEAD OF SCHOOL DALE REGAN; PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.


WHEREAS, Dale Regan was born and raised in Jacksonville, attended Landon Middle School and Wolfson High School, earned her bachelor’s degree at Florida State University and her master’s degree at the University of North Florida ; and


WHEREAS, Ms. Regan was an outstanding teacher in the Duval County Public School system before moving to the Episcopal School of Jacksonville in 1978 where she continued to flourish in the classroom; and


WHEREAS, Dale Regan advanced through the ranks at Episcopal, eventually being named Head of School in 2006, the first woman and first internal candidate ever to hold the position; and 


WHEREAS, Ms. Regan diligently pursued her vision for making the Episcopal School an even greater educational resource for the community, building strong connections with her students and faculty at the same time as she marshaled the resources to expand the curriculum and the physical facilities on campus; and


WHEREAS, Dale Regan’s devotion to education in general and to the Episcopal School in particular and her boundless enthusiasm and passion led to her being given the Eve Award for education in 2011; and

WHEREAS, on March 6th, Dale Regan’s life was tragically cut short by an act of senseless violence, leaving the Episcopal School family and the entire Jacksonville community stunned and mourning;  and


WHEREAS, Dale Regan’s perpetual optimism, caring, passion and devotion to education will serve as an enduring legacy and an inspiration to all who knew her; now therefore


BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:


Section 1.

The City of Jacksonville hereby commemorates the life and mourns the tragic passing of Episcopal Head of School Dale Regan, and extends its deepest sympathy to her family, friends, and countless admirers.  Her legacy of educational excellence will be long remembered and admired by all who knew her.

Section 2.

Effective Date.  This Resolution shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor's signature.
