ORDINANCE 2012-215
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 802 (PUBLIC PARKING) ORDINANCE CODE; CREATING A NEW SECTION 802.114 (PARKING FOR CITY COUNCIL MEETINGS) TO PROVIDE TWO ($2) DOLLAR PARKING FOR COUNCIL MEETINGS AND OTHER CITY HALL EVENTS; CREATING A NEW SECTION 802.115 (CITY HALL METERED PARKING) TO PROVIDE FOR FOUR (4) HOUR METERS ADJACENT TO CITY HALL; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1.  Sections 802.114 (Parking for City Council Meetings), and 802.115 (City Hall Metered Parking), Ordinance Code, created.  Sections 802.114 (Parking for City Council Meetings), and 802.115 (City Hall Metered Parking), Ordinance Code, are hereby created to read as follows: 
CHAPTER 802.
PUBLIC PARKING.

Sec. 802.114. Parking for City Council Meetings.

The City shall provide parking for a flat fee of two ($2.00) dollars to any citizen attending any committee meeting, council meeting or special function or event at City Hall.  This service shall be provided at all City-owned parking garages as well as at any privately owned facility that wishes to participate.  Sufficient signage shall be provided by the City to lead citizens to the parking garage closest to City Hall so they are easily aware of its location and cost. 
Sec. 802.115. City Hall Metered Parking.

All parking meters along those portions of the streets that are immediately adjacent to  City Hall shall allow for payment of up to four (4) hours parking at the time the citizen initially parks in the metered space. 
Section 2. 
Effective Date. 
This ordinance shall become effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective without the Mayor’s signature.
