AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 802 (PUBLIC PARKING) ORDINANCE CODE; AMENDING SECTION 802.107 (RATES AND CHARGES ESTABLISHED FOR SPECIFIC ZONES; INSERTION OF COINS), ORDINANCE CODE TO INCLUDE A 4-HOUR METER ZONE; CREATING A NEW SECTION 802.114 (PARKING FOR CITY COUNCIL MEETINGS) TO PROVIDE FREE PARKING FOR COUNCIL MEETINGS AND OTHER CITY HALL EVENTS WITH A VOUCHER; APPROPRIATING $9,120 ($1,000 FROM COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S ACCOUNT - PROFESSIONAL SERVICES, $1,000 FROM COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S ACCOUNT - PRINTING & BINDING, $7,000 FROM COUNCIL PRESIDENT’S ACCOUNT - MISC SERVICES & CHARGES AND $120 FROM COUNCIL DIRECT EXPENDITURES TRAVEL EXPENSE) TO PROVIDE FUNDING FOR CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS PARKING IN ST. JAMES BUILDING GARAGE; PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

Be it ordained by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:
Section 1. 
Amending Section 802.107 (Rates and charges established for specific zones; insertion of coins), Ordinance Code.  Section 802.107 (Rates and charges established for specific zones; insertion of coins), Ordinance Code, is hereby amended to read as follows:

PUBLIC PARKING.

Sec. 802.107. Rates and charges established for specific zones; insertion of coins.

The rates and charges for the use of the services and facilities of parking meters in the schedule of parking meter zones as set forth below are hereby fixed and established as follows:

A meter zone allowing a maximum of four hours of parking, payable in thirty minute increments, with a charge of $0.25 per thirty minute period.

Section 2.  Sections 802.114 (Parking for City Council Meetings), Ordinance Code, created.  Sections 802.114 (Parking for City Council Meetings), and 802.115 (City Hall Metered Parking), Ordinance Code, are hereby created to read as follows: 
CHAPTER 802.
PUBLIC PARKING.

Sec. 802.114. Parking for City Council Meetings.

The City shall provide parking for up to four (4) hours, at no cost upon validation of attendance voucher, to any citizen attending any committee meeting, council meeting or special governmental function or event at City Hall.  This service shall be provided at the City-owned parking garage located at Duval Street.  Sufficient signage shall be provided by the City to lead citizens to the parking garage closest to City Hall so they are easily aware of its location and cost.
