Background Information: A component of the Emergency Preparedness and Mitigation, the program prepares citizens for being prepared to respond to a catastrophic incident until the arrival of first responders.  Funds are allocated for planning activities, medical supplies, travel, personal protection equipment like masks and gloves, backpacks, supplies for exercises with extinguishers; funds can be used for medical reserve corps and volunteers and police service.
