Bill Summary: The ordinance appropriates $72,798 from the U.S. Department of Homeland Security, with no local match, to the Jacksonville Sheriff’s Office through the Florida Division of Emergency Management (FDEM) for the purchase of X-ray equipment and a searchlight system, as initiated by B.T. 12-049; the ordinance approves, and authorizes the Mayor and the Corporation Secretary to execute and deliver, on behalf of the City, the FDEM Grant Agreement between the City and the State of Florida, Division of Emergency Management.
Background Information: The X-ray equipment ($22,000.00) will be a mechanism assigned to mobile units and will be utilized to render suspicious packages safe.  The searchlight system ($50,798.00) is for the aviation unit’s use to gather intelligence on the ground.  The grant period runs from October 1, 2011 through April 30, 2014.
